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ABSTRACT 

There is no alternative to knowing the present status of birds to conserve them. In this perspective, Kushtia Sadar 

Upazila (Figure 1) could be a better place than other upazilas. At the time of surveying, direct observation, and 

interviews with locals and experts could help to write this paper. Out of 106 species of birds in some areas of 

Kushtia Sadar Upazila, common residents were 91(85.85%) and uncommon (winter and summer visitors) 

15(14.16%) (Fig. 4) with 17 orders and 51 families. Within the resident birds, the breeding species were 41(38.68%) 

out of 91 birds. Remarkable plants were banyan (Ficus benghalensis), rubber (Ficus elastica), American mahogany 

(Swietenia mahagoni), coconut (Cocos nucifera), karoi (Albizia procera), and ponds supported to build their nest to 

successful breeding (Figures 2-3). The highest birds were found in the order Passeriformes 43 species (40.57%) then 

the Pelecaniformes (8 species) due to sufficient bushes and water resources in this area. In Accipitriformes 

order, grey-headed fish-eagle (Ichthyophaga ichthyaetus) (Figure 6) was categorized as near threatened (NT) both 

nationally and globally; others were in least concern (LC). Red-collared dove (Streptopelia tranquebarica), orange-

breasted parakeet (Psittacula alexandri) (Figure 5), grey-headed fish-eagle (Ichthyophaga ichthyaetus) (Figure 6) 

were rare and yellow-footed green-pigeon (Treron phoenicopterus), brahminy kite (Haliaster indus), red-whiskered 

bulbul (Pycnonotus jacosus), lineated barbet (Psilopogon lineatus), greater painted-snipe (Rostratula benghalensis) 

were few (Table 1). 
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INTRODUCTION 

Kushtia District is the second-largest municipality and the eleventh-largest city in Bangladesh (Nehal and 

Rakib 2012). This district has an area of 1608.80 square kilometres. The average highest temperature is 37.8 

°C and the lowest is 9.2 °C. Annual rainfall averages 1,467 millimetres and humidity 62.5%. It is consisted of 

six upazilas―Khoksa, Kumarkhali, Kushtia Sadar, Daulatpur, Mirpur, and Bheramara. Kushtia Sadar Thana 

was formed in 1823 and it turned into an upazila in 1983 with 122.87 square miles. There are many pet shops 

in this town where the owners sell many exotic birds (Kabir et al. 2020). Enormous urbanization is a common 

scenario in this area, and is alarming to sustain avian species. This urbanization surely affected on the animal 

population (Gregory et al. 2004). Protected areas as well as cantonment areas of Bangladesh could be a model 

for the conservation of birds (Kabir, 2012b). Railway stations and their surrounding areas play a significant 

role for many birds. Kushtia town has some recognized parks with remarkable biodiversity. Inside the 

educational institutes, this city possesses sufficient flowering plants in the winter season. Parks and botanical 

gardens are always significant for foraging birds (Golley, 2004). Out of 17 raptorial birds in Bangladesh 

(Kabir, 2012a), the black kite is commonly found in the sky of this town. They make their nest at the top of 

long trees, especially in Rainweek Badh of Kushtia. In addition, this place is also suitable for the breeding of 

baya weaver birds. Kabir (2018) reported the breeding biology of this bird in a village under Rajshahi Division 

of Bangladesh. In Columbiformes order, the spotted-dove is abundant in rural or urban areas of Bangladesh 

(Kabir, 2024). From the Kushtia town to Poradah road, many rice mills allow wild passerine birds (Kabir et al. 

2019a). The objective of this study is to understand the present status of birds in Kushtia Sadar Upazila for 
their conservation.

MATERIALS AND METHODS 

This study was carried out from 2020 to April 2024. For observing the avian species in Kushtia Sadar Upazila, 

the selected areas were Kushtia Boro Railway Station to N. S. (Nawab Sirajuddaula) Road, Mongol Baria 

Bazar, from Bheramara Bus Stand to Mazampur then the road before Poradah, some places of Jagati, Kushtia 

Polytechnic Institute, Kushtia Government College (Figure 2), Kushtia Paurasabha, and Kushtia Rainweek 

Badh (Figure 3). Among these Kushtia Government College (Figure 2) and Kushtia Rainweek Badh (Figure 3) 

were significant for huge trees and ponds. All birds of Kushtia Sadar Upazila were 

observed regular basis additionally some appointed manpower from 5:00 A. M. to 8:00 A. M. then 4:00 P. M. 

to 7:00 P. M. (total 6 hours daily). For nocturnal birds (nightjars, owls), 2-3 visits at night in a week from 8:00 

P. M. to 9:00 P. M. were enough. An android mobile phone (oppo) was perfect for taking occasional 

photographs and voice recordings of those birds. A pair of binoculars (vixen, joyful H6×18 mm, palm-sized 

compact binoculars) was helpful for this survey. A DSLR camera (Canon, EOS Rebel T3i) is used for 

necessary snaps. This avian observation was performed mainly five significant places of Kushtia Sadar 

Upazila―Kushtia Boro Railway Station, Kushtia Polytechnic Institute, Kushtia Government College, Kushtia 

Paurasabha, Kushtia Rainweek Badh with 23.902334, 89.146105; 23.960453, 89.136153; 23.902957, 

89.131190; 23.911357, 89.127919; 23.910390, 89.127922 coordinates in decimal degrees.

RESULTS 

Out of 106 species of birds, 91 species were common residents whereas 41 were uncommon with winter and 

summer visitors.  Breeding birds were noticed in 41 species. Based on the taxonomy of birds, identified orders 

and families were 17 and 51. The passerine birds were the highest (43 species) due to sufficient bushes and 

water bodies in these areas. Grey-headed fish-eagle was seen near threatened (NT) both nationally and 

globally, and red-breasted parakeet was near threatened (NT) only globally, others were in least concern (LC). 

Red-collared dove, orange-breasted parakeet, and grey-headed fish-eagle were rare, and yellow-footed green-

pigeon, brahminy kite, red-whiskered bulbul, lineated barbet, greater painted-snipe few in number (Table 1).

DISCUSSION 

Kushtia city is renowned by its Gorai River, so many fish species are available here and migratory birds are 

visited every year. In Kushtia town there are many pet shops where the owners breed the parakeets (wild or 

exotic) successfully (Kabir, 2015), with these parakeets they sell many other birds (Kabir, 2019b). Sometimes, 

with these exotic birds, our common native rose-ringed parakeet sells but this is unfair according to the 

Wildlife Act 1974 (Kabir et al. 2020). Many educational institutes of Kushtia organize events for the 

protection of migratory birds (Jibon, 2022; EAAFP, 2023). Kushtia Polytechnic Institute, Government 

College, Paurasabha, and Rainweek Badh all have flowering plants and some are recreational parks, so many 

small birds come here for the nectar of flowers. Parks and botanical gardens are always significant for 

watching birds (Golley, 2004). In Kushtia city, there is enormously increasing urbanization, and because of 

this deforestation, the shelter of birds is becoming limited. Of course, urbanization has a negative impact on 

wildlife population (Gregory et al. 2004). Cantonment areas are always good for the sheltering and 

breeding of birds (Kabir, 2012b). Kabir (2016) counted 150 rock-pigeons on the N. S. Road of Kushtia. An 

updated report has been published on the total birds of Kushtia District of 201 species with two introduced 

species (Lepage, 2024). Out of 201 species, 106 species (52.74% of the total birds) in Kushtia Sadar Upazila 

is surely a noteworthy finding. Long trees in Rainweek Badh are responsible for the nesting of baya weaver 

birds. Kabir (2018) reported the breeding biology on this bird in Mohammadpur village 

under Rajshahi Division of Bangladesh. Raptors of Bangladesh are found 17 species (Kabir, 2012a). In 

Accipitriformes order, black kite built their nest at the top of long trees in Kushtia city. Among 106 birds of 

Kushtia Sadar, the spotted-dove was everywhere either on busy roads or road-side jungles. This dove is 

found throughout Bangladesh with their successful breeding status (Kabir, 2024). Banyan trees were always 

good for sheltering and nesting herons and egrets (Kabir et al. 2019b). Rooftop gardening is increasing in 

Kushtia town, so many birds are becoming attracted to those flowering and fruit trees on the roof (Kabir, 

2019a). From the Kushtia town to Poradah road, many rice mills allow domestic and mostly wild passerine 

birds (Kabir et al. 2019a). 

 

CONCLUSION 

This district is famous in many aspects, especially its Gorai River, other aquatic resources, and some protected 

areas. The Biology Department of Kushtia Government College and the authority of Rainweek Badh could 

work jointly for the conservation of birds of Kushtia District. Urbanization, deforestation, limiting water 

bodies, and hunting pressure are the root causes of reducing birds in this place. Such responsibilities of 
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concerned authorities and their motivation could enhance the avian diversity in this renowned city of

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ABSTRACT 

This paper simulates small power system with a differential relay which connected to protect the power transformer in 

power transmission system, and this work presents the analysis of differential protection for power transformers. Power 

transformer is the both essential and expensive element in electrical power system; consequently, proper protection is 

needed for economical and safety operation in electrical power system. Protective relay is able to block the tripping 

during external fault or magnetizing inrush, and speedily operate the tripping during internal faults in power 

transmission. The foremost objective of this paper is to analyze differential protection during both internal and external 

fault, and to operate the relay with proper fault discrimination. 

 

Keywords: Differential, Protection, Power Transformer, Relay, Matlab-Simulink, Circuit Breaker, Three-Phase Source. 

1. INTRODUCTION 

Recently, many schemes have been considered by designers in order to increase the efficiency even slightly and 

also effective performance against the inrush and faulted currents due to high importance of differential protection. 

Because even these slight changes can lead to improve in total system. Therefore, the enhancement of efficiency by 

%0.01 is significantly valuable. Some of techniques have been proposed to improve the efficiency of differential 

relay are utilizing the means like time-frequency devices to analysis the differential signals and neural networks to 

get the system smart.  

The major contribution of the power equipment is transformer which is used in energy transmission lines. The 

damages caused by internal fault in any time and with any amplitude are considered as an important problem and 

the faulted transformer must be removed to protect the components of system. On the other hand, the differential 

protection procedure has to be accurate. So the differential protection is the most important type of protecting. 

Some of the disturbances cause to inaccurate performance in differential protection such as inrush current, 

transformer saturation and increasing the excitation current. Exact and fast fault detection and distinguishing 

between inrush current and internal fault is the most important aspect of differential protection, such that an 

incorrect closing order due to inaccurate detection can lead to irreparable economic damages. 

Digital differential protection is a developed idea of the old system of conventional differential protection, which 

had made perfect solution to the problems that the old systems had suffered. This paper simulates small power 

system with a differential relay connected to protect the power transformer in this system. The test points are 

selected to simulate different cases of operation and faults. The first case is for power transformer energization by 

closing the Circuit Breaker (CB) existing in the primary side of power transformer and analyzing the behavior of 

the whole system during energization. In this situation, it was noted that the behavior of the digital relay did not 

release a trip signal due to inrush current. The second case is for closing the CB exists in the secondary side of the 
power transformer. In this case the load starting current will flow and the inrush current component disappeared. 

Also the digital relay did not release a trip signal. The third case is for creation of an internal fault inside the

protected zone. In this case the system was disturbed and the digital relay released a trip signal towards certain CBs 

in order to isolate the power transformer from the system. The relay responds to the fault after 10.7 msec. The 

fourth case is for creation of an external fault outside the protected zone. In this case, no trip signal was released 

from the relay. 

2. METHODOLOGY 

This implementation is done using MATLAB/Simulink environment. Figure shows the simulated power system 

built in Matlab/Simulink environment. In which a three phase, 250MVA, 60Hz, (735/315) kV power transformer is 

used in this system. The contents of each designed block are illustrated in separate. 

 

Figure 2.1 Block diagram of the protection system. 

This is the overall block diagram of the protection system. Circuit breaker is connected with the three phase voltage 

source. V-I block is connected with the other end of the breaker which will be used for the voltage and current 

measurement. The current measurement block is used for measuring the current. At the other end V-I measurement 

block circuit breaker and Resistive load is connected. 

Step 1. Reading data from the CT. 

Step 2. Data calculation, which is given as follows; 

For the amplitude calculation, if the absolute difference (│Id1-Id2│) between the output currents is greater than zero 

the logic (1) takes place, which indicates the case of an inrush current or an internal fault. Otherwise, the logic (0) 

takes place, which indicates a detection of an external fault. 

 

2.1 Differential Relay contents 

The differential protection converts the primary and secondary currents to a common base and compares them. The 

distinction between these currents is small during normal operating conditions. The variance is also small for 

external faults, but is larger than the difference for normal operating conditions. However, difference becomes 

significant during an internal fault in a transformer. The differential protection is then based on matching the 

primary and secondary current of the transformer for ideal operation. Transformer core generally retains some 

residual flux when transformer is switched off. Later, the core is likely to saturate when the transformer is re-

energized. If the transformer is saturated, the primary windings draw large magnetizing currents from the power 

system. These results in a large differential current which cause the differential protection relay to operate. The 
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design is implemented to protect the power transformer against internal faults and prevent overreaction or 

malfunctioning due to inrush currents.

This is the internal circuit of the differential relay system in which we have current measurement block for 

measuring current then we have further three comparators. 

2.2 Comparator block

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In comparator block we have amplitude and harmonic comparator. The amplitude comparator will find the 

amplitude of the wave and harmonic comparator will be find the harmonics of the waves. Then the output of the 

comparator will be given to the AND gate which will given1 if both outputs are one.

In Harmonic comparator we have signal generator which will do the Fourier analysis of the signal. We will only 

find the magnitude of the signal. As we do not need the angle so we have connected the terminator with it. In 

Harmonic comparator we have another subsystem for the calculation of the ratio.

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In the ratio subsystem we have mathematical and relational operator which will be used for the calculation of the 

ratio of the signals. The mux block is used for the transfer of all waves in single wave form. 

2.2.3 Amplitude Comparator Block

In amplitude block we calculate the amplitude of the waves. First we will find the rms value of the waves by 

dividing the value on sqrt(2). Then it will be passed through three phase filter for removing the ripples and 

distortion. Then we will take the difference of the waves and takes it absolute value which will be then passed 

through relational operator. 

3. THE RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS 

The results will be given for different cases: 

Case 1: Magnetizing inrush current, 

Case 2: Magnetizing inrush with adding load, 

Case 3: Three phase to ground fault at loaded transformer, 

Case 4: Phase A to ground external fault at loaded transformer, 

 

Other cases of different types of faults and inrush currents such as- 

i. Single line to ground fault,  

ii. Line-to-line fault,  

iii. Line to line to ground fault and  

iv. Three phase fault in both cases loaded and unloaded transformer are illustrated.

4. CONCLUSION 

In this work a new toolbox has been added to serve the simulation of the differential relay (CTs and digital 

differential relay). This simulation is tested for four cases and gave good satisfactory results with a 10.7 

microsecond, and speed to sensitize the internal fault in order to isolate the transformer.  

There are a couple of difficulties which have been faced in the implantation of this system, such as the lack of some 

toolbox in the sim-power-system, and there is no current transformer in the toolbox. In this case, there are two 

choices to solve this problem. The first one is to use a regular single phase and make some changes in its 

specification to fit the current transformer specifications. The second one is to use a current measurement, but this 

one will not simulate the problems of the CTs. 
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Abstract

Introduction   

Bangladesh is one of the most climate vulnerable countries in the world and will become even 

more so as a result of climate change. Flood, tropical cyclones, storm surges and droughts are 

likely to become more frequent and severe in the coming year. Many would say that the signs of 

the future changes have already began to become apparent. These changes will threaten the 

significant achievements Bangladesh has made over the last few years in increasing income and 

reducing poverty.  

Over the last three decades, the government of Bangladesh has invested over 10 billion dollar to 

make the country less vulnerable to natural disaster.1 These investment in many cases supported 

by development partners, include flood management scheme, costal polders, cyclone and flood 

shelters, and the rising of roads and highways above flood level. The challenge Bangladesh now 

faces is to scale up these investments to create a suitable environment for the economic and social 

development of the country and to secure the well-being of the people, especially the poorest and 

most vulnerable groups, including women and children.  

Climate change will severely challenge the country’s ability to achieve the high rate of economic 

growth needed to sustain these reductions in poverty. In coming years, it is predicted that there 

will be increasingly frequent and severe floods, tropical cyclones, storm surges and droughts, 

which will disrupt the life of the nation and the economy. In the worst case, scenario unless 

existing costal polders are strengthened and new one built, sea level rise could result in the

displacement of millions of people ‘environmental refugees’- from coastal regions and have huge 

adverse impacts on the livelihoods and long-term health risk of the large part of population.    

 
Agricultural activity is highly sensitive to climate change, largely because it depends on 

biodiversity and environmental conditions. Sufficient freshwater supplies, fertile soil, the right 

balance of predator, pollinators, air temperature and average weather conditions all contribute to 

maintaining agricultural productivity. As agriculture depends directly on environmental 

conditions, climate change impacts on agriculture are becoming increasingly evident. Changes in 

rainfall cycles are impacting on agricultural yields as water availability is decreasing in already 

arid zones and water excesses (floods) are being experienced in other areas. A warmer climate 

with changes in patterns of drought or increased precipitation, will affect agricultural production 

in large parts of Bangladesh. Some agricultural land, may no longer be cultivatable, growing 

seasons will change and productivity will decrease. In the middle and high latitudes of the 

northern, hemisphere, longer growing seasons could have a positive effect on crop yields (where 

rainfall is not negatively affected). 

Climate change and its impact   

A change in the climate that persists for decades or longer, arising from either natural causes or 

human activity.1  

Climate change already affecting the agriculture sector of Bangladesh by continuous flooding, 

drought and wind storm. Mostly the farmers, fisher man, small businesses holders and other 

communities living in the low laying waterlogged areas are now experiencing a wide range of 

climate variability because the global warming and floods specially flash floods is found to be 

more pronounced in those areas . This experience of climate change has not been a part of the 

literature or the folklore and some are new to the communities. People of the affected areas are of 

no exception. They are facing excessive water in rainy season, occasional flash floods, crop 

damage due to flood, breakdown of road and embankments, continue decline of fish in water 

bodies and soil erosion in monsoon are common phenomena.  At that situation, they are trying to 

equipped themselves with various coping strategies. They are changing their behavior and adjust 

themselves with the changing climate through their own knowledge. Various non-government 

organizations (NGOs) and donor agencies such as Centre for Natural Resource Studies (CNRS), 

Institute of Development Affairs (IDEA) and CARE (Cooperative for Assistance and Relief 

Everywhere) are working with climate change adaptation for sustainable livelihood activities in 

the affected areas. Perhaps we can’t stop the process of climate change quickly but we can find 

some adaptation strategies for community resilience against the climate change impacts. 

Thus, this assignment asks: which impacts of climate change have merits in the affected areas? In 

which ways are local communities changing their behavior to adapt these impacts?

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This assignment investigates the adaptation measures which are practiced meaningfully and 

strengthen the community resilience. In this fact, I treat both institutional measures such as 

physical or infrastructural and individual measures taken at community level such as soft 

measures. 

Climate change adaptation 

An adjustment in natural or human systems in response to actual or expected climatic stimuli or 

their effects, which moderates harm or exploits beneficial opportunities.2 Adaptation refers to 

adjustments in ecological, social, or economic systems in response to actual or expected climatic 

stimuli and their effects or impacts. It refers to changes in processes, practices, and structures to 

moderate potential damages or to benefit from opportunities associated with climate change. 

Adaptation depends greatly on the adaptive capacity or adaptability of an affected system, region, 

or community to cope with the impacts and risks of climate change. The adaptive capacity of 

communities is determined by their socioeconomic characteristics. Enhancement of adaptive 

capacity represents a practical means of coping with changes and uncertainties in climate, 

including variability and extremes. In this way, enhancement of adaptive capacity reduces 

vulnerabilities and promotes sustainable development. 

Bangladesh is the floodplain for several large rivers flowing from the Himalayas. The rivers 

change their course annually during the monsoon season when vast areas of the country are 

routinely submerged. Whilst the flow of these rivers is projected to increase as glaciers melt 

under the influence of climate change, even at present it is not unusual for large areas of land to 

disappear on one side of the river, while new sandbanks emerge on the other. Erosion results in 

community members losing most of their assets (and of course their land) several times in a 

decade, forcing them to relocate.  

Practical Action has worked with these communities to identify key vulnerabilities and develop 

technologies that build on practices already in use in similarly affected communities so that 

resilience is increased and livelihoods strengthened. For example, fish is a key ingredient in the 

local diet, but during the monsoon season, the river’s flow is too strong for local fishing boats. 

Flood water creates additional temporary water bodies, giving the opportunity for fish cultivation. 

By training people to construct cages from bamboo and netting, families are enabled to breed fish 

for food and income generation. As floods worsen and longer period of inundation are 

experienced, the planting of crops is delayed. By developing floating vegetable gardens – a 

practice prevalent in coastal regions – using locally available materials, seedlings can be reared 

ready for planting as soon as flood waters recede. Practical Action’s experience of working with 

these communities has been that they have embraced adaptability as a part of their cultural 

response to their harsh environment. The people have shown themselves to be open to developing 

new practices and livelihood options that strengthen their coping strategies. Note, however, that 

 
2 Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change, Impact, Adaptation and Vulnerability, Contribution of 

Working Group II to the Fourth Assessment Report of the IPCC on Climate Change (UK: Cambridge 

University Press, 2007), 30. 
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whilst this suggests a context that is receptive to changes in livelihood strategies, strong cultural 

forms still need to be recognized. Reflections on Practical Action’s experiences in Bangladesh 

highlight how pre-existing formal and informal institutions and patterns of behavior should be 
acknowledged and also incorporated into policy or project design and approach, rather than 

bypassed or challenged. Adaptation interventions must acknowledge that even in the most 

flexible societies, the mechanisms of change will inevitably be framed by a cultural context that 

may be the entry point for interventions. Farmers of Bangladesh practicing different adaptation 

strategies to cope with the present climate change impacts in study area  have been discussed   

below. 

Crop diversification 

Many areas of Bangladesh, crop cultivation is being diversified. In past, people didn’t cultivate 

any kind of horticultural and cereal crops in agro-fields and in the dry season a largest part of the 

agricultural lands remained uncultivated. Farmers of Bangladesh are now changing the cropping 

pattern in response to the changing climate and cultivated various horticultural crops such as 

mustard, yam, linseed, maize and some pulses in dry season. 

Homestead gardening 

Homestead gardening ensures sustained use of available land in homestead and increase the 

family income and provide continuous supply of food materials. Many people are practiced home 

gardening with improved techniques which helped them by providing continuous supply of 

nutrients in their food chain and subsequent income throughout the year. Along with tree species, 

housewives are now cultivating vegetable crops in their homestead as these lands are usually not 

affected by flash flood in rainy seasons. 

Change in planting and harvesting time 

Farmers of Bangladesh are changing their planting and harvesting time to cope with the adverse 

effect of climate change such as excessive rainfall, flood and storms. Usually, they face flash 

flood in the late February in each year that’s why they planted rice earlier in November to get 

early harvest. However, in recent past they started rice planting from December or January. They 

are now largely depending on short duration rice variety which are also flood tolerant. BRRI-45, 

BRRI-29 and BRRI-28 were cultivating widely among which BRRI-45 is found as top choice 

with farmers. 

Application of pesticides 

Due to the adverse effect of climate change and erratic weather pattern pest and disease attack to 

the crop is more frequent and increasing day by day. In that situation people largely depends on 

pesticides. Though pesticides are harmful to the environment. 
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Plantation in heap 

Due to heavy rainfall and water logging condition for longer period, some farmer raised their 

plantation in heap for easy drainage and prevent root damage from decay. The heaps were found 

to prepare in rows above which the plantation was occurred. The sides of the heap provide a 

means of water runoff keeping safe the crops and plants. 

Conversion of agricultural land 

Some low laying agricultural lands in Bangladesh are remains under water for 6 months in the 

rainy season. Some farmer converts their low laying agricultural lands in to pond for fish 

cultivation as these lands were unsuitable for crop cultivation. At the present time some of them 

were also found to manage their less productive water bodies as fish farming which provide high 

income than agriculture. 

Floating garden 

Farmers of Bangladesh adopting low cost vegetable cultivation technology locally called baira for 

waterlogged areas which improved their food and economic security. In past, they couldn’t 

produce any crops in low lying areas for water stagnancy. In that situation, they often didn’t find 

any other employment and sometimes they migrate to city areas to find jobs. Some non-

government organizations introduced the technique of floating garden which involves the 

cultivation of traditional crops on beds floating on water rather than in soil. The floating beds 

used by the farmers are usually made of water hyacinth. The main crops cultivated in floating 

gardens include okra, cucumber, bitter gourd, tomato, turmeric and potato. 

 

Duck rearing 

Duck raring is a traditional practice of the farmers. Women were highly involved in duck farming 

which provides subsequent incomes in the year round. But duck farms were vulnerable to various 

diseases including ‘Bird flu’.  

Cage aquaculture 

Cage aquaculture was another alternative income generation activities in lower areas of stagnant 

water areas and in river, which was practiced by the farmers during flood and water logging 

period. Cages were usually sized 3 m×2 m made of bamboo and iron pipe covered with net. 

Because of high market demand ‘Telapia’ fish was extensively cultivated in the cage. The cages 

were owned by a group of farmers consists of some members. A farmer claimed that 27,000 takas 

could be earned from each cage in an interval of 5 month.3

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Digging and re-digging of canals and rivers 

Due to high siltation most of the canals and rivers became filled up as a result water logging 

condition is common in Bangladesh. Some government and non-governments organization were 

digging canals and re-digging of small rivers with the help of local people which also helps the 

poor households by providing employment opportunities and easy water movement in the 

monsoon. Through this adaptation strategy local farmers also harvested the rain water for 

irrigation in the dry seasons. 

Planting of drought resistant varieties of crops  

Emphasis on more drought resistant crops in drought-prone areas could help in reducing 

vulnerability to climate change. For example, wheat requires significantly less irrigation water 

compared to dry season rice. The use of drought-resistant crop varieties has been tried by 

smallholder farmers as adaptation methods to climate change in Bangladesh. 

Labor migration  

Migration is a dominant mode of labor, providing a critical livelihood source. The role of   

remittances derived from migration provides a key coping mechanism in Bangladesh. Migration 

is (and always has been) an important mechanism to deal with climate stress. 

Agro-forestry systems and mulching 

 
 Many farmers grow crops in agro-forestry designs and grow shade tree cover to protect crop 

plants against extremes in microclimate and soil moisture fluctuations. 

Farmers influence the microclimate by retaining and planting trees, which reduce temperature, 

wind velocity, evaporation and direct exposure to sunlight and intercept hail and rain. It is 

internationally recognized that agro-forestry systems contribute simultaneously to buffering 

farmers against climate variability and changing climates, and to reducing atmospheric loads of 

greenhouse gases because of their high potential for sequestering carbon. 

 

 
Mixed cropping 
Mixed cropping involves growing two or more crops in proximity in the same field. The system is 

commonly practiced in Barind region where maize, beans, potato, mastered, and nuts are grown 

together. The advantages of mixing crops with varying attributes are in terms of maturity period, 

drought tolerance, input requirements and end users of the product.

Beginning with the various perspectives of 

democracy, the paper examines the core values of citizen participation, direct governance, and equality in 

decision-making. It then moves through the historical transformations’ democracy underwent, including its 

adaptation during the Ages. The article also addresses the influence of colonialism and the gradual 

democratization process in post-colonial nations. Ultimately, the article underscores the dynamic and evolving 

nature of democracy, emphasizing the ongoing development of democratic institutions in the global context. 

 

Prelude 

In the current world order of globalization, it is widely admitted that there are hardly any better 

systems of rule other than democracy. Democracy as a socio-political system is both an end and a 

means to an end, the latter being democracy itself. In other words, democracy is an objective that 

nations strive to attain in an apparently endless process of evolution. In this process the form, shape 

and content of democracy may vary from case to case and thus, no two democracies can be regarded 

as totally identical. Nevertheless, democracy essentially implies the presence of some standards 

which ensure that the ruling authority is based on popular mandate and remains accountable to the 

mass people. Even in states with oldest and most successful cases of democracies, the social and 

political fabric are in a continuum of evolution what can be conceived as closer to the “ideal” in 

democracy. Presence or absence, success or failure and progress or regress of democracy can, 

therefore, be viewed only on relative terms and in the context of time and space. 

Like many other concepts and their theoretical expositions in social science, the conditions or socio-

political premise that facilitate establishment and smooth functioning of democracy are viewed in 

various ways. There are no fixed set of such conditions. Social scientists differ as to what exactly the 

types of democracy and the preconditions of democracy and the order 

of priority in which they are to be treated. In the modern sense of democracy, industrialised Europe 

and America democratised their politics during the first wave of democratisation that started from 

the first half of the 19th century.1 After the Second World War, most of the colonised parts of world 

become independent. Many of the nearly independent countries accepted democracy as the form of 

government following the model of the capitalist West and attempted to democratise their political

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systems accordingly. In this process, few countries succeeded with a very low performance, and the 

rest of countries reverted to non-democratic ruling system. So, democracy in each country has a 

history of its establishment. This Paper begins with a brief review of the theoretical premise for 

democracy as a political system (i.e. definition, types and preconditions of democracy). Then the 

study will discuss about democratic transition in the countries like Greek, the birth place of 

democracy, UK, USA, India, Pakistan and Bangladesh. 

Objectives and Methodology 

Against the background the Objectives of the study are: 

➢ to enhance understanding on different perspectives of democracy as a political concept  

➢ to analyse origin and development of democracy from ancient ages to Bangladesh 

In order to achieve objectives of the study secondary sources of data are used. These data have been 

collected mainly from different books, journals, periodicals and newspapers. 

Concept and meaning of Democracy 

There is, perhaps, no other word in the political science vocabulary which is as frequently used, as 

crucial, and yet as ambiguous as the word “Democracy”. It has a plurality of meanings and usage; 

no consensus has yet been made among the scholars as well as among ordinary people in this respect. 

It is fairly common knowledge that the word ‘Democracy’ has a different meaning when applied to 

periclean Athen, welfare –state Britain, or the German Democratic Republic. One reason for the lack 

of clarity in the conception of democracy is the fact that it is not an ideology – it is not an organized 

system of thought comparable to Nazism or communism: the democrat has no Mein Kamp or Das 

Capital as an authoritative exposition of Doctrine.2 

 

Word Meaning of Democracy 

The word “Democracy”, originated from the Greek words demo kratia, having its roots in demos 

(people) and Kratos (rule). In English ‘democracy’ came in the sixteenth century via the French word 

“democratie”.3 The famous Greek Historian Herodotus first used the word “democracy” in the 5th 

BC to denote “the rule of the people”.4 Democracy thus means the rule of citizens and it is a system 

of government by which political sovereignty is retained by people and exercised directly or 

indirectly by citizens. Many writers and political scientist marked democracy in different ways and 

various perspectives. Some of them want to see democracy is ‘government by consent’; some say 

that it is ruled by the majority and limited government. 

 

Majority Rule Perspective 

The famous politician of Athens Pericles said “we are called a democracy because the administration

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is in the hands of the many and not in the few”.5  Democracy, according to the Greek, is the 

government in which people rule over themselves. Famous Greek political philosophers Plato and 

Aristotle both criticized the government of the majority and regarded democracy as a perverted form 

of rule. Plato had been harsh in criticizing democracy which he branded as mobocracy. While 

classifying the system the system of government from pure and distorted point of view he preferred 

monarchy. Plato’s disciple Aristotle also followed his mentor’s threefold classification and 

placed monarchy, aristocracy and polity in the pure category while their degenerate forms 

included tyranny, oligarchy and democracy respectively. 6  Herodotus says that the 

democracy denotes that form of government in which the ruling power of the state is largely 

vested in the members of the community as a whole. 7  According to professor Seeley 

Democracy is a government in which everybody has a share. Dicey says Democracy is a 

form of government in which the governing body is a comparatively large function of the 

entire nation.8 Lord Bryce regarded democracy as government in which the will of the 

majority of the qualified citizens rules.9  

 This formula associates democracy closely with the majority principle. Democracy viewed as 

people’s rule also highlights the concept of the majority as whoever obtains the maximum votes win 

elections and represents ‘all the people’ including the losers ones. Schmidt et.al. remarked that to 

ensure majority rule does not become oppressive, modern democracies also provide guarantees of 

minority rights. If certain democratic principles did not protect minorities, the majorities, the majority 

might violet fundamental rights of members of certain groups, especially groups that are unpopular 

or dissimilar to the majority population.10 

 

 People’s Concept and People-government Relation Perspective 

 Democracy as described in terms of ‘people’s concept’ focuses on the centrality of the masses as 

the nucleus of this very system. Pickles mentions that “in democracy it is imperative to elicit as 

accurately as possible the opinion of as many as people as possible on who shall be their 

representatives and on how the country ought to be governed … provide ways of ensuring that those 

chosen by the public do, in fact, do what the electorate wants them to do, or they can be replaced of 

they do not, even between elections”.11 The great American President Abraham Lincoln’s famous 

definition of democracy which was given at his Gettysburg speech “Government of the people, by

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the people and for the people” has got a significant impact on contemporary ideas of democracy.12 

By providing such an idea of government – people relations, Abraham Lincoln has simplified a 

complex process. Yet, the definition has clearly reasserted the main spirit of democracy i.e., the  

climax of democracy is the people. In modern sense, democracy is perceived as a process of 

ruling through which the people govern themselves.13  

 Thomas Jefferson in the Declaration of Independence expressed that in order to secure the rights of 

the people ‘governments are instituted among men, deriving their just powers from the consent of 

the governed’. Americans consider this as a reciprocal nature of democratic power- political scientist, 

V. O. Key Jr. confirms that this power relationship is reciprocal and the subject may affect the ruler 

more profoundly than the ruler affects the subject.14 

 

 Public Policy and People’s Choice Context 

Democracy is explained by many contemporary scholars in terms of public policy and people’s 

choice. A political system is to be labelled democratic if its public policy is chosen by the people. 

More elaborately, in a democracy, public policy is to be governed by the freely expressed will of the 

people where by all individuals are to be treated as equal.15 Morgenthau also perceives democracy 

as people’s choice and a democratic government as the ‘government by popular choice, choice of 

men and, through it, choice of policy. 16  J. Lively’s idea about democracy as presented in his 

Democracy (1995) can be summarised in the following way: the major state policy (at the time policy 

makers) should be chosen by the people and the policy makers should be responsible to the people 

through the people’s representatives (parliament) for the policy.17 According to Schumpeter “the 

democratic method is that institutional arrangement for arriving at political decisions in which 

individuals acquire the power to decide by means of a competitive struggle for the people’s vote”.18 

 

 State Power and Liberty of Individuals Perspective 

Democracy is defined in terms of the relationship between state power and the liberty of individuals. 

On Liberty J.S. Mill did a pioneering work. But Mill put more emphasis on individual liberty than 

on the state authority, and he could not establish proper relationship between the two.19 Among the 

contemporary scholars, Pennock considers democracy as “a system of power and a system of 

liberty.” Giving more emphasis on people’s liberty, Pennock describes democracy as the 

“government of the people”. And, by the “government of the people” he maintains that the major

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policies of the government should be determined by the people or their representatives freely elected 

at reasonably frequent intervals, and that the administration should be conducted by those who are 

accountable to the people or their representatives.20 Macpherson states it as a double system of 

power.21 He further explains that democracy permits the government to exert power over the 

individuals and groups within the state. On the other hand, a democratic government exists 

to uphold the rights of individuals. It is also notable that understanding democracy from 

power-liberty relations approach is more philosophical than operational. Liberty has got many types 

of meaning and application such as freedom or liberty of voting, speech, press, religion, movement, 

assembly etc. Yet, without some politico-civil liberty democracy cannot succeed and such liberties 

should taken into account while define it.22  There are also other perspectives of understanding 

democracy by scholars; some of them are as follow: 

 Peter H. Merkl incorporated four significant principles to delineate democracy including government 

discussion, majority rule, recognition of minority rights, and constitutional government. He 

elaborated that ‘discussion’ implies rational deliberation and open choice; public policy is 

determined by the principle of majority rule and majority rule implies political equality, “one man, 

one vote”; the rights of minorities and individuals delimit the sphere of action of majority rule and 

of governmental activity; constitutional government, finally gives regularity and stable procedure to 

what would be the form of government.23 

 Robert Dahl’s notion of democracy is likely to have the most significant impact on many 

contemporary ideas of democracy. He means democracy as having two fold meaning: goal and 

means. He further addresses democracy as a condition to be attained (goal) and a principle guiding 

the procedure for attaining it (means).24 But Dahl refers to democracy as a goal and polyarchy as a 

means. And, he uses polyarchy to denote institutional mechanism within which political participation 

is accommodated and political opposition have a free play.25 

 In the context of certain elementary understanding D.B. Heater opines that there should be five basic 

elements without which no community can call itself truly democratic. These elements are equality, 

sovereignty of the people, respect for human life, the rule of law and liberty of the individual.26 From 

the structural point of view, democracy is perceived as the development of representative institution. 

Modern democracy is a representative one in which people do not rule directly like in the 

participatory democracy of ancient Greece, rather they exercise that through the ruling power by the 

 
20 James Ronald Pennock, Liberal Democracy: Its Merits and Prospects (Greenwood Press Publishers, 1950) 

in Mannan, Elections and Democracy in Bangladesh, p.7.

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deputies periodically elected by them.27 A somewhat different thought on democracy is explained in 

terms of pluralism that focuses on the associational and group activities of the individuals in society. 

David Truman thus considers the decision process of the government as a reflection of group activism 

and such mechanism is characterised by compromise and bargaining.28 

 Lyman Tower Sargent considers that the most fundamental characteristic of any democratic system, 

truly its defining characteristic, is the idea that citizens should be involved in some way in the making 

of political decisions, either directly or through representatives of their choosing. He also given a 

model of key elements of democracy: citizen involvement in political decision making, some degree 

of equality among citizens, some degree of liberty or freedom granted to or retained by citizens, a 

system of representation and electoral system allowing majority rule.29  

 As observed there are differences among the scholars and political scientists regarding meaning and 

concept of democracy. Some put emphasis on the majority rule or people’s participation while others 

are more concerned with the public policy, state power and people relationship. Some scholars give 

more importance on minority rights and liberty of individuals. Though there are differences in 

concept of democracy, it is clear that there are two common principles in defining democracy, first 

is that all members of the society have equal access to state power and the second is that all members 

should enjoy universally recognised freedoms and liberties. In brief, it can be said that democracy is 

that form of government in which the sovereign power of the state remains in the hands of the people 

and people are the source of the state power and the people take part in the government directly or 

through their representatives. 

 

 Origin and Development of Democracy 

Democratic system is just like a big tree and its little plant had been planted in old age which is 

known to all as ‘Greek Age’. Thus democracy evolved in centuries over the whole world. One day 

it was Greek’s own property since the 5th century BC, but in the 21st century it has been the universal 

property. Today’s modern democracy is the result of a long journey of many happenings such as 

Industrial Revolution, American Revolution and French Revolution, the Agreement of the People, 

the Declaration of Independence, the Declaration of the Rights of Man etc. The origin and 

development of democracy are stated bellow. 

Pre-Historic Age: Although it is tempting to assume that democracy was created in one particular 

place and time-identified as Ancient Athens about the year 508 BC-evidence suggests that 

democratic government, in a broad sense, existed in several areas of the world well before the turn

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of the 5th century.30 Within this broad sense, it is plausible to assume that democracy is one form or 

another arises naturally in any well-bounded group such as tribe. The scholars name this as 

‘tribalism’ or ‘primitive democracy’. The ‘primitive democracy’ is identified in small communities 

or villages. The villagers had taken decisions by face-to-face discussion in the village council or a 

headman whose decisions were supported by village elders.31 

 Mesopotamia 

Jacobsen has studied the pre-Babylonian Mesopotamia and used Sumerian epic, myth and historical 

records to identify what he calls also ‘primitive democracy’. By this he means a government in which 

ultimate power rests with the mass of free male citizens. In the early period of kings such as 

‘Gilgamesh’ did not hold the autocratic power. Rather, major city-states had a council of elders and 

a council of ‘young men’ that possessed the final political authority, and had to be consulted on all 

major issues such as war.32 

Classical Greek Democracy: The Hellenic world consisted of a group of cities, scattered among 

the valleys of Greece and on the neighbouring coasts and islands. Of the city-states, two stand out in 

importance, by democratic spirit, Sparta and Athens early asserting their leadership.33  

Ancient Sparta: Ancient Greece in its early period was a loose collection of independent city-

states called ‘polis’. Many of these poleis were oligarchies. The most prominent Greek oligarchy and 

the state with which democratic Athens is most often and most fruitfully compared, was Sparta. Yet 

Sparta, in its rejection of private wealth as a primary social differentiator, was a peculiar kind of 

oligarchy and some scholars note its resemblance with democracy.34 In the government system of 

Sparta, the share of political powers was divided between four bodies: two Spartan Kings 

(monarchy), gerousia [council of Gerores (elders), including the two kings], the ephors 

(representatives to oversee the kings) and finally the apella (assembly of Spartans). The two kings 

shared their judicial functions with the other members of gerousia. The members of gerousia, had to 

be over the age of 60 and were elected for life. The gerousia possessed the crucial of legislative 

initiative. Apella, the most democratic element, was the assembly, where Spartans, above the age of 

30, were electing the members of gerousia, the ephors and accepting or rejecting gerousia’s 

proposals. Finally, the five ephors were Spartans chosen in apella from the poorest social layers for 

overseeing the actions of the kings and if necessary, disposing them. In the following centuries Sparta 

became, a military superpower, and its system of rule was admired throughout the Greek world for 

its political stability. In particular, the concept of equality played important role in the Spartan

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Society. The Spartan referred to themselves as ‘Homoioi’ (men of equal status).35 This was also 

reflected on the Spartan public educational system, agoge, where all citizens irrespectively of wealth 

or status had the same education. In addition the Spartan women, unlike elsewhere, enjoyed every 

kind of luxury and intemperance with the elementary rights such as the right to inheritance, property 

ownership and public education.36 Overall the Spartans were remarkably free in criticism of their 

kings and the Spartan government system there are criticism too; the ‘Helots’ or ‘Serfs’ whose 

agricultural labour supported the population, but had no share in civil or political rights. And as the 

number of landowners decreased, and many of the Spartans unable to furnish their share for the 
public tables, were excluded from participation in government, real power fell into the hands of a 

narrow oligarchy.37  

Athenian Democracy: Athens is regarded as the birthplace of democracy and the most important 

democracy of antiquity. Athens emerged in the 7th century BC, like many other polis, with a 

dominating powerful aristocracy. After some reforms, enhanced by Solon, Cleisthenes and Pericles, 

Athens became the most democratic order in 5th and 4th century BC. In many respects Athens and 

Sparta provided a striking contrast during a major part of its history, Athens was intensely democratic 

in both organisation and spirit. 38  Because, among its citizens an egalitarian democracy had 

developed, which in some respects, went considerably beyond the standards of political equality 

found in contemporary western democracies.39 The heart and centre of Athenian government was the 

Assembly (Ecclesia), which met almost weekly- 40 times a year – on the Pryx, a hill west of the 

Acropolis.40 To be a citizen in Athens was a hold an active membership in the business on governing. 

If a citizen did nothing else, he participated in the assembly, which was the supreme organ of 

government. Not all the citizens, of course, attended every meeting. Often only a few thousand were 

present. For important votes 6000 constituted a quorum.41 Decisions were taken by vote, and, as in 

many later assemblies, voting was by a show of hands. As would also be true in many later 

democratic systems, the votes of a majority of those present and voting prevailed. The powers of the 

assembly were broad, but they were by no means unlimited. The agenda of the assembly was set by 

the Council of Five Hundred, which unlike the Assembly, was composed of representatives chosen 

by lot from each of 139 small territorial entities, known as demes. The number of representatives 

from each deme was roughly proportional to its population. The use of lots in this connection has 

always interested later democratic countries. Athenians considered their system to be more 

democratic than merely voting, because the use of lots gave every nominated citizen a chance to be 

elected.  

 Associated with the council were boards of magistrates, composed of ten members who were chosen 

from each of the ten tribes into which Athens was divided. They too, served short terms and were 

 
35 Wikipedia, online-www.en.wikipedia.org/wiki/democracy –accessed on 19/08/2008.

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chosen by lot. Such administrative powers as they had were severely limited by the assembly, the 

council, and the courts. There accounts were audited monthly by a committee of the council. Their 

tenure of office was subject to monthly review by the assembly. And any “information” might be 

brought against them at any time by citizens, leading in some cases to their dismissal.42 Another 

democratic institution being completely democratic in organisation and spirit of Athens were the 

courts which differed greatly from present day’s system of courts. They were composed of 

“Judgement Finders”, who were selected from a jury panel of six thousand. Often as many as four or 

five hundred citizens served at once and on the same jury. These juries had power to reach decisions 

in both civil and criminal cases and to impose penalties from which there was no appeal. They also 

had power to try laws. Laws held contrary to custom or to the Athenian Constitution could be 
nullified by court action. This gave to the courts, as a similar power gives to US Supreme Court, a 

marked degree of legislative authority.43 

 According to Heater there were three main elements in Greek democracy. Firstly, supreme of affairs 

was vested in the assembly of citizens. In this way all the citizens took part by discussion and voting 

in the government of their own city. They made laws, elected military, naval, diplomatic, and civil 

officials, made decisions for or against war and peace, and passed judgement on criminals. Secondly, 

for such a method of government to be truly democratic, however, to ensure freedom of speech in 

order that all sides could be heard before a decision was taken. Finally, all political offices were open 

to all citizens, who were chosen for these positions by lot.44 An elaborate system of checks and 

controls was created to prevent the acquisition of excessive power by any individual or body, who 

might thus endanger the democratic system. 

 Inspite of such panegyrics Athenian democracy was not without it critics. The Athenian democratic 

system had the characteristics of egalitarian framework but these measures, however, were not based 

on the principle of political equality as the non-citizens namely Slaves, resident aliens and women 

remained outside the agenda of democracy. Moreover, the Athenian democracy, in its two centuries 

of life-time, twice voted against its democratic constitution, both during the end of the Peloponnesian 

war and Spartan’s instalment of the Thirty Tyrants (in 404BC).45  

Origin of Democracy in England 

In the modern world the development of political democracy has been centred round the machinery 

of popular representation and this representation of people has been taken mainly from England. 

Great Britain was the country which provided the world with its first and most widely influential 

model of an effective democratic state and Britain was almost everywhere taken as the model of 

 
42 Earnest Barker, The Political thought of Plato and Aristotle, quoted in Wanlass, Gettell’s History, p.37.

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modern constitutional democracy, no country in history being thus so widely imitated.46 But this 

democratic system in England was not made in a day. After a long period of revolution and course 

of events it was achieved.  

 Medieval society was hierarchical and anything but democratic. Nevertheless, the seeds of modern 

representative democracy were sown in the Middle Ages and were not completely choked by the 

weeds of royal and aristocratic power, at least in England.47 In the 9th century, England was ruled by 

Anglo-Saxon tribes. King Alfred formed a consultative council, known as the ‘Witan’ (the council 

of the wise men), later known as ‘Great Council’, which was composed of several learned men. This 

council played a definite role in the administration of the country. It laid the seeds of democracy in 

England. Between 829 and 1066 AD, there was a tendency towards feudalism in England, until it 

had been conquered by the Normans (1066-1154). The Normans established a monarchical form of 

government and wiped-out feudal elements by setting up a strong central government in which the 

‘Great Council’ played important role in the administration of the country. Its consent was declared 

in every legislation and sometimes, with regard to taxation.48  

The Magna Carta: The Great Charter 

The rule of King John, during the Norman period, was noted for its bad government as the Barons 

and common man was insulted and harassed by the king. Moreover, he imposed heavy taxes without 

the counsel and consent of the Great Council. The rights of the Clergy and nobles were also interfered 

with. As a result, the nobles, the barons and the bishops united under the leadership of Bishop 

Stephen Langton as protest against his tyranny. They prepared a “Charter of Rights”. By forcing 

John to affix his seal to the main principles of the Great Charter at Runnymede on 15 June 1215 

which is referred to as the “Magna Carta”. The Magna Carta was of special importance because the 

people came together and successfully forced the King to publicly accept their demands and they 

won an important victory for themselves against royal authority.49  

 The foundation of democracy in England was laid by the Charter, which put restrictions on the 

absolute and autocratic power of the king. The Magna Carta consisted of sixty-three articles. The 

first third of the Charter defines the feudal rights to which the king is entitled. The other clauses of 

the Charter given some rights of the common people, nobles and clergy which contributed a lot in 

the development of democracy. Among them, the important ones are: the king will not impose any 

tax without the counsel and consent of the Great Council; no one will be imprisoned, on mere 

suspicion without trial; private disputes will be determined in the King’s court at some fixed place;

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the traditional rights of the nobles and clergy will be protected. Therefore, the Charter was an 

important step in the development of the principle of liberty in England.50  

 The Development of Parliament and Representative Institution 

Representative institutions, which are an important element in modern democracy, had existed 

uninterruptedly since the thirteenth century. The House of Commons had represented classes other 

than the aristocracy, and, in the seventeenth century, these classes had used it in a vigorous and 

successful contest for their rights.51 And the British parliament evolved by centuries which started 

by Simon-De-Montford in 1265. The young King Henry III dissolved the Great Council and levied 

taxes on the people. As a result, the nation was forced to renew its resistance, under the dynamic 

leadership of Simon-de-Montford, Earl of Leicester. A meeting of the nobles, the clergy and the 

representatives of the countries and towns (boroughs), was called by Simon-De-Montford in January 

1265, in order to decide the methods of government administration and of levying taxes. This meeting 

became famous as the ‘Parliament of Simon-De-Montford’ and this earned him the title of “Father 

of Parliament”.52 

 Model of Parliament 

In 1295, King Edward attempted to curb the nobles and the clergy, by securing the support of the 

third estate, consisting of the common people. To do so, he summoned the first complete English 

Parliament including representatives from all sections of society. This meeting came to be referred 

to as the "Model Parliament." On November 5, 1295, King Edward confirmed the articles of the 

Charter, which stated, among other issues that the king would not be able to levy taxes, without 

common consent. Thus, Parliament’s consent became essential for levying any new tax. There was 

a gradual progress of this representative institution, which has led the British Parliament to be 

regarded as the "Mother of Parliaments." Gradually Parliament was divided into two chambers - the 

House of Lords and the House of Commons. During the rule of King Henry IV, in 1407, financial 

bills began to be discussed only in the House of Commons. This led to the Lower House being 

regarded as the real representative body of the people. The bills were then sent to the House of Lords. 

After both Houses had agreed among themselves, they had to make their report through the Speaker 

of the House of Commons. 

 The Glorious Revolutions of 1688 

During his reign of twenty-three years, Charles II ruled with the consent of Parliament, as far as 

possible. However, he was succeeded by his younger brother, James II in 1685, who ruled as an 

 
50 Ibid.

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absolute autocrat.  In 1688, Parliament proclaimed its own sovereignty, by choosing a king of its 

own liking. William of Orange, who was the Protestant ruler of Holland and the son-in-law of 

James II, was sent for. He had been invited to rule. This invitation was accepted by William and his 

wife Mary. They came to England with an army. As he would not be able to fight against the 

Parliament and William of Orange, James II escaped to France. Since this revolutionary change 

occurred in 1688 without any bloodshed, it is known as "the Glorious Revolution." 

A Convention Parliament was summoned by William. It passed a Declaration of Rights and offered 

the crown to William and Mary, on condition that they agreed to respect the English laws. This offer 

was accepted by William and Mary, bringing an end the long struggle between Parliament and the 

king, establishing the supremacy of Parliament and constitutional laws in England. The Parliament 

became supreme after the Glorious Revolution and passed a Bill of Rights (1689), which obtained 

the consent of King William and Queen Mary in 1689. The following were its main provisions53: 

1. The pretended power of suspension or execution of laws by regal authority, without consent 

of Parliament, is illegal.  

2. The pretended power of dispersion with, or execution of laws by regal authority, as it had 

been as assumed and exercised recently, is illegal.  

3. Levy of money for, or to the use of the crown, by pretence or prerogative, without grant of 

Parliament for longer time, or in any other manner than the same is, or shall be granted, is illegal.  

4. It is the right of the subjects to petition the King.  

5. The raising or keeping a standing army within the kingdom, in time of peace, without the 

consent of Parliament is against the law.  

6. The election of members of Parliament ought to be free.  

7. The freedom of speech and debates or proceedings in parliament ought not to be impeached 

or questioned in any court or place, out of Parliament.  

8. Excessive bail ought not to be required nor excessive fines imposed, nor cruel and unusual 

punishments inflicted.  

9. Jurors should be duly empanelled and returned.  

10. Finally, for redress of all grievances, and for amendment, for strengthening and preserving 

laws, Parliament ought to be summoned as frequently as possible.  

Reform Act of 1832 

Though the Parliament became supreme after the Glorious Revolution of 1688, it could not be 

regarded as the real representative of the people until the 19th century, since the right to vote was 

restricted only to the rich and to property holders. Hence wealthy industrialists and rich landlords 

dominated the Parliament. Owing to the growth of industries and factories there was a growth of 

labor force. This led to an agitation of the industrial workers; they demanded their representatives in 

 
53 Ibid. 
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Parliament. For this reason, the Reforms Bill of 1832 was passed by the Parliament. The most 

difficult battle in the movement towards democracy was the first, the battle for Reforms bill, which 

was won in 1832; Reform of the House of Commons; both by abolishing rotten boroughs and by 

extending the franchise.54 The Reform Act of 1832, which is generally viewed as a historic threshold 

in the development of Democracy in Britain, extended the suffrage to about 7 percent of the adult 

population which was before only 5 percent.55  

After ‘Chartist Movement’ conducted by thousands of people all over the country, the Representation 

of the people Act was passed in 1867 by which new boroughs were created; franchise was extended 

in counties and boroughs to all householders and to lodgers paying $10 a year. However, the “Secret 

Ballot Act” introduced by Gladstone in 1872 ended the practices of bribery as well as of intimidating 

influential candidates which is another contribution to the development of democracy. 

The Female Suffrage Movement 

It was widely believed that women were not made to govern. In 1867, John Stuart Mill had spoken 

in favor of voting rights for women. This created a favorable atmosphere for the ’Female Suffrage 

Movement.’ Under the leadership of influential women such as Mrs. Fawcett, Mrs. Pethick-

Lawrence and the Pankhurst’s several women suffrage societies sprang up, and began to work 

towards women’s claim to franchise. 

During the World War I (1914-18), women had played a vital role and had substituted for men in 

some service. Thus, their demands were granted as a reward of appreciation, after the World War I. 

In 1918, the ’Representation of the People Act’ was passed by Parliament in 1918, granting franchise 

to all men over twenty-one and to all women of thirty years and above. The works of electoral reform 

was completed by the Representation of the People Act of 1928, which granted the right to vote, to 

all women over twenty-one years. Thus, the rule of the people was established step by step. Thus in 

the story of the development of democracy in England Magna carta and Parliament are indeed vital 

institutions. 

 Democracy in the United States 

America is another important place from where democracy has become in present form over the 

world. Bertrand Russel, in this regard, said that Democracy, in its triumphant and self-confident 

form, come to world from the United States, in association with the doctrine of the Rights of Man.56 

The American Revolution is an important event in the history of democracy until about 1760, most 

colonist were loyal to the mother country and did not think of themselves as constituting a separate 

nation of “Americans”. After Britain imposed direct taxation on the colonies through the Stamp Act 

(1765), however, there were public (and sometimes violent) displays of opposition to the new law.

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The colonies had legislation assemblies which started out with very modest pretensions but came in 

the course of time to demand a parliamentary plenitude of legislative and fiscal powers. 

When these claims were rejected, taxation without representation was denounced as a 

tyrannical denial of the natural rights of man and as a result the independence of America 

was declared in 1776. 

 Although not described as a democracy, by the founding fathers, the United States founders shared 

a commitment to the principle of natural freedom and equality.57 In this context D.B. Heater opined 

that “The establishment of the United States of America as an independent state is a vital milestone 

in history of democracy. For the first time in history the basic principles of democracy were laid 

down as fundamental parts of the system of government; individual rights, freedom, and suffrage 

were all guaranteed. Thus, proudly, America became the first democracy of the modern world.58 The 

United States constitution, adopted in 1788, provided for an elected government and protected civil 

rights and liberties. However, in the colonial period before 1776, only adult white male property 

owners could vote; enslaved Africans, free black people and women were not extended the 

franchise.59 The adoption of the constitution served to modify rather than arrest the progress 

of American democracy, for with the emergence of the two-party system, which soon established 

itself as one of the basic traditions of American Politics. 

 By the middle of the 19th century, the outcome of the American Revolution had been to create the 

first successful example of modern constitutional democracy. By 1845 adult male suffrage was the 

rule and there was also a strong atmosphere of social equality which gave American life a quite 

distinctive flavour. 60  The American Revolution helped to strengthen the idea of the ‘right to 

revolution’, the right of a people to overthrow an oppressive government. All over the world, 

revolutions began to spring up against monarchies, and democratic governments began to develop. 

Before the end of the 19th century, almost all of the European monarchies had adopted a constitution 

limiting the power of the Royal Family and giving some power to the people.61 The whole world was 

deeply influenced by the establishment of a republic in America as well as by the gradual growth of 

democracy. The American revolutionaries served as a source of great inspiration to the France and 

others who were being oppressed by autocrats or imperialists. The downtrodden masses of France 

were inspired to revolt against autocracy in 1789.

For centuries, Bengal was an integral part of the Indian subcontinent. Until the mid-8th century, 

Bengal was ruled by many dynasties and rulers, but these rulers could not make them permanent. 

The largest period of its ancient rule, Bengal was ruled by the Pala and Sen Dynasties that established 

oriental despotism in political life; and democracy or even people’s participation at minimum level 

in decision making process was completely unknown in that period. Some of the Muslim rulers 

united most parts of India and conquered also Bengal. With the invasion of the Muslim Rule, a new 

culture and value also invaded Bengal. But this part was not under the control of Delhi permanently; 

rather the rulers of Bengal retained the region independent from Delhi’s rule for several times. 

 It may be noted that during a long political journey of the country, no ruler could establish a 

democratic political order. 62 Because there was no representative system in decision making process 

in that periods. The 16th century may be marked as the establishment of permanent control of the 

Mughal rule in Bengal which continued until late 18th century. The Mughal rule encouraged the 

landed aristocracy –a traditional socio-political force that hinders democracy. The Mughal rule re-

established ‘royal’ despotism, a political system unfavourable to political democracy and the growth 

of a trading class.63 In fact, the Mughals brought no structural changes in the ancient ruling pattern 

of India; rather, they made some reforms in order to perpetuate and expand their alien rule with the 

defeat of Sirajuddaula in the Battle of Plassey in 1757, thousand-years’ traditional rule came to an 

end and a new political and economic order was introduced and developed under the British colonial 

rule. 

 Democracy in Colonial Period 

Despite being a democratic country, British did not introduce democratic system in ruling India as 

well as Bengal. It initiated new steps conducive to their colonial rule and exploitation. Now the 

Bengali Muslims were deprived of many of their previous status in new political and economic 

scenario. Introduction of Permanent Settlement in 1793 was a significant step that adversely affected 

the interests of Muslims in Bengal. There were some negative impacts of the Permanent Settlement 

in terms of democracy as well as representation. According to Abdul Mannan among those impacts 

important one is class disparity.64 The Caste Hindus who previously dominated the trade of the 

country invested their capital in buying Zamindaries. As a result, the trading sector was neglected to 

a great extent and it obstructed the growth of capitalist system. It is to be noted here that the origin 

and growth of representation closely associated with capitalist system. 

 The Settlement created a landed aristocracy with high social status and established a new patron-

client relationship. Since the Zaminders enjoyed enormous socio-political rights and privileges by 

capitalising their monopolistic economic domination, as a result, socio-political equality which is 

 
62 Mannan, Elections and Democracy in Bangladesh, p.21.

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considered as a prerequisite for democracy almost disappeared. This kind of class disparity resulted 

antagonistic relations between the Muslims and the Hindus and they could not stand and fight against 

British colonialism for a democratic political order unitedly. 

Indian Council Act 1861 

 East India Company was replaced by the British Government in 1858 following the Sepoy Mutiny 

in 1857. Studying the Mutiny, the British Government could realise that some sort of participation 

of the Indian people was necessary for ruling the country. In this context the British Government 

attempted to introduce the representative political system in India. For this, the first step was the 

passing of the Indian Council Act of 1861, by which the government made an effort to establish a 

network of contacts with the governed. The Act created the legislative councils which replaced the 

Governor General’s Executive Council in Madras, Bombay, Bengal, the Punjab, and the North 

Provinces.65 The Act recommended that at least half of the new or additional members should be 

nominated from among civilians rather than from civil servants. But to all intents and purposes, the 

Legislative Council continued to function as an Executive Council of the Governor General and a 

policy of restricted property franchise provided by the Act had kept the uneducated people out of the 
legislative council.66 Though it had many limitations, the Act is considered as “the genesis of the 

Legislative bodies in the Indian subcontinent” 67  and also “an important milestone in the 

constitutional history of India.68 The Bengal Legislative Council started its journey in 1862 under 

the 1861 Act with its four non-official Indian members out of total twelve. Later the Act of 1892 

increased the number of non-official Indian members who were nominated by the Governor General 

upon the recommendations of corporations, municipalities, universities and so on. But the term -

“election”- was never used in the statute in place of recommendation although it was recognised 

indirectly. In the history of electoral politics in this sub-continent, this principle of indirect election 

may be regarded as the beginning of modern democracy.69 But, during the period between 1861 and 

1892, the nominated non-official members virtually came from the upper strata of the Indian society 

who were not the true representatives of the people.70 

 

Local Self Government Act 1885 

Whatever the true intention of the British was in establishing democracy in India, the fact was that 

the Indian population was divided into diverse social groups and political organisations and 

participative citizen body that are considered as the preconditions of democracy were absent at that 

time.71 The British attempted to develop local bodies in order to train the people at grass-root level. 
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As a part of the attempt, Lord Ripon first introduced a different kind of local body in 1880s in which 

the people could participate. The Local Self-government Act 1885, initiated by Lord Ripon was 

passed, and under the Act in some cases the local bodies were elected by the villagers, particularly 

by the rich men.72  

 In the subsequent parts of the effort, the British government attempted to introduce British 

parliamentary model in India by expanding the legislative body. By accommodating some selective 

elites in the Legislature, the British attempted to establish an elite democracy in order to serve their 

interests.73 The Morley-Minto Reforms (1909) brought a number of changes in development of “the 

representative elements” 74  although some scholars considered the Reform Act as “a kind of 

constitutional autocracy”.75  

The Government of India Act 1919 and 1935 

With the gradual development of the Legislative Council, the British Government simultaneously 

attempted to develop electoral politics in India through the Acts of 1919 and 1935. In the meanwhile, 

formation of Congress and Muslim League in 1885 and 1906 respectively accelerated the process of 

development of representative institutions.  Some new constitutional structure had been under 

the Government of India Act 1919 which was based on the modus operandi of the Montagu-

Chelmsford Report of 1918 that maintained nearly popular control in local bodies with largest 

possible independence; progressive realisation of responsible government in the provinces; whole 

responsibility of the government of India to the parliament; relaxation of the control over the 

government of India and provincial governments; increasing association of Indians in every branch 

of administration and introduction of decentralised unitary form of government. Among 

others, the Act provided for a 70 percent elected members and their majority in the councils. It gave 

the legislative councils some measure of control over finance but such power was circumscribed by 

the special power of the Governor.76  

 The subsequent Government of India Act 1935 was the outcome of the recommendations for 

constitutional reforms made in the three round table conferences convened in London. The Act was 

indeed a comprehensive document and its major features were: introduction of federal form of polity 

in India; central responsibility; provincial autonomy; continuation of separate electorates and one-

third Muslim representation in the central legislature. The Governor had to act as per advice of the 

council of ministers excepting their discretionary powers and powers of individual judgements. 

Despite the special powers of the Governors, under the Act of 1935, Indian representatives had been 

 
72  Ali Ahmed, Administration of Local Self Government for Rural Areas in Bangladesh, (Dhaka: Local 

Government Institute,1979), pp. 11-12.

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placed in more conscientious positions and the elected ministers who were entrusted with 

complicated provincial functions had to be answerable to the legislature. Significant reforms thus 

had been initiated by the successive constitutional arrangements but the real authority remained far 

from transferred to the popularly elected legislatures. Although the semblance of parliamentary 

government was introduced in the provinces the tradition of keeping executive authority outside the 

purview of local representatives was maintained as the special powers of the Governors and the 

Governor- General responsible to the White Hall were kept intact.77  

 In order to expand the franchise, the property qualification had been lowered down so that 10% 

population could be enfranchised. But in fact, 3% of the total population was enfranchised under the 

Act of 1919, four Provincial elections were held under the Act. 14% population was enfranchised 

under the Act of 1935 and two Provincial elections were held under this Act. In reality, an important 

point is to be noted here- due to higher property qualification, the franchise was “extremely limited” 

among the Muslims.78 In the period of British rule there had been some elections under above 

constitutional arrangements which facilitated the parties, individuals and groups to contest for power, 

but in the process of contest the ordinary people were not the ultimate deciders because the franchise 

was confined to a very selected few. Thus, absence of people’s participation based on political 

equality made the contest quite meaningless. 

 Pakistan Period: Abortive Attempt of Democratisation 

After the partition of India in 1947, the Indian Independence Act of 1947 and the Act of 1935 with 

necessary adjustments shaped the foundation of the operation of the Pakistan State. In addition to the 

Islamic Ideology, the establishment of “a fully democratic government” was a guiding principle of 

the ‘Pakistan Movement’.79 Following the British model, Pakistan adopted the parliamentary system 

of government and the principle of universal suffrage. The constituent assembly was formed in order 

to make a constitution inserting democracy as a basic principle. Mohammad Ali Jinnah, the architect 

of Pakistan, retained the position of the Governor General instead of the Prime Minister although the 

system of the government was parliamentary. His assumption of the position generated far-reaching 

negative impact on popular institution-building. Since Jinnah was Quaid-i-Azam (the great leader), 

the father of the nation, he “was much more than a constitutional head of the new state”80 As long as 

Jinnah was alive, “he was Pakistan”.81 Liaquat Ali Khan was appointed as the Prime Minister of the 

republic, but Jinnah remained the de facto leader of the government. Both the leaders of the newly-

born state had virtually no experience in administration. Among others, this reality caused making

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the bureaucrats “real government”.82 It had a prolonged effect on the development of democracy 

although in the Pakistani days. 

Although in all regions of the country the inhabitants were predominantly Muslims, Pakistan was 

created with socially, linguistically and ethno-culturally diverse parts of the subcontinent. The value 

systems of East Bengal and West Pakistan were moulded and influenced by the South Asian and the 

Middle Eastern cultures and heritages respectively. In reality, Pakistan was an unhappy marriage 

between the two different populations. As a matter of fact, Pakistan politics during the first decade 

of its life can be characterised with national cleavages and conflicts between the two parts over the 

sharing of power and privileges. National cleavages and the domination by the West Pakistani elites 

hindered the process of democratisation.  

The first conflict between the Bengalis and the West Pakistani elites appeared with the issue of the 

state language. 56.6% people of the total population of Pakistan spoke Bangla, and only 7.2% Urdu. 

But, just one year after the independence, West Pakistan’s elites attempted to impose Urdu as the 

state language on the Bengalis. In 1952, some students of the University of Dhaka sacrificed their 

lives in the state language movement which later had been the pioneer of independence movement. 

Historically, East Bengal’s economy was more backward than West Pakistan’s. Since the inception 

of the state, Bengalis were demanding the reduction of disparity between the two wings of Pakistan. 

But no sincere attempts had been made in response to this demand. Rather, the West Pakistani elites 

exploited East Bengal’s economy in various ways. 83  The Bengalis were also deprived of the 

important posts and positions in the state. Although the Bengalis had almost proportional 

representation in the representative institutions including the Constituent Assembly, but both in the 

military and civil services Bengalis’ participation was considerably low. Ill-attempt of cultural 

discrimination, economic exploitation, and low representation in the military and civil services made 

the Bengalis dissident. Consequently, demand for regional autonomy arose. In fact, establishment of 

democratic political order and the autonomy of East Bengal were interrelated at that time. But the 

West Pakistani elites (including their East Pakistani allies) were not sincere in establishing a 

democratic system which could hamper their coterie interests. 

 Until 1956, Pakistani ruling elites could not make a constitution for the country. The 1956 

constitution could not or was not allowed to function properly. The power elites could not hold any 

general election until 1970. That is why, a scholar observes that it was a democracy without 

election. 84  The first decade after the creation of Pakistan state was characterised by growing 

instability both in the governmental and political process in the country. Such a situation continued 

even after the formulation of the 1956 constitution and thus the parliamentary government both at 

the centre and the provinces had not been carrying out functions in a methodical and parliamentary 

mode. The mainstream political parties and most of their leaders performed in a disorderly means 

showing their trifling regard for the parliamentary democratic principles and thus leading the country

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to chronic political instability and bewilderment. 85  Until the martial law was imposed (1958), 

Pakistan politics can be best described as non-democratic and unstable. A scholar has summarised 

the then undemocratic politics in the following way: 

There were seven prime ministers in Pakistan during the era of parliamentary democracy 

(1947-58). With the exception of the first prime minister, Liaquat, none of the remaining six 

prime ministers were elected as a result of any election or even as a result of the vote of 

confidence in the legislature. They were the products of “palace intrigues” by the two 

governor generals- Gulam Mohammad and Iskander Mirza. There was a cabinet, there was 

a parliament, but the real powers were exercised by the governor general with the help of 

ruling elite, composed of the top civil and military officials.86  

In reality, popular and stable political institutions could not emerge in absence of democratic political 

environment and it made the politicians dependent on the civil-military bureaucratic elites instead of 

controlling them. Ultimately, direct military intervention took place in 1958 and that overthrew the 

civilian government of Pakistan. 

The Military Rule (1958-69) 

The traditional rulers in the subcontinent organised their administration on military line, but political 

involvement of the military was almost an uncommon phenomenon. Pakistani army also maintained 

the British tradition of remaining indifferent to politics until 1952. Of course, the British Indian army 

had a vast experience of maintaining law and order during the British colonial rule although it was 

under political control. In the 1953 Punjab crisis, the army was called on in order to maintain law and 

order. It was the “first taste of power” of the Pakistani army. The appointment of General Ayub Khan, 

the then Commander-in-Chief, as the Minister of Defence and Major General Iskander Mirza as the 

Interior Minister in 1954 may be marked as the beginning of political involvement of the military. In 

the subsequent period, further political instability and chaos cleared up the road for the military to 

assume power of the state.  

 Amidst political instability, the first general election in Pakistan was scheduled for 1959. As an agent 

of serving the West Pakistani interests, the military took over power in 1958 instead of holding the 
scheduled elections and imposed martial law. Regarding democracy, Ayub Khan followed his 

political ally, Iskander Mirza, who was advocating “controlled democracy” since 1954. And Ayub’s 

intention to ‘restore democracy’ and also ‘a special type of democracy’ bore significant connotations 

in the process of democratisation in Pakistan. The military intervention virtually left no hope for the 

development of democracy in Pakistan till independence of Bangladesh. Ayub’s rule was seemingly 

democratic as there was democracy (basic democracy), Constitution, political parties, parliaments, 

 
85 Hussain, Democracy in Bangladesh, p.60.

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elections, etc. during his reign. The regime could not realize the true democracy. All the political 

arrangements made during the regime were mainly for the consolidation of a one-man rule. Therefore, 

Ayub’s rule generated a façade democracy instead of a real one. The rule did not allow meaningful 

contestation and participation, and it ultimately alienated different political groups particularly the 

Bengalis of East Pakistan. Consequently, in their demand for democratic rights, the Bengalis 

organised mass-movement against the regime from the mid-1960s. Absence of elections and 

democracy, among others, resulted in the emergence of Bangladesh as an independent state in 1971. 

Therefore, Bangladesh by the way of inheritance got non-democratic ruling system. 

 Post Independence Period of Democracy in Bangladesh 

It is evident that due to the arrogance, cowardice, and selfishness of the politician’s political 

institutions like elections, which are conducive for the growth of democracy and establishment of 

democratic traditions are never allowed to develop. Bangladesh began its journey of democracy in 

1971 but within four years a last nail in the coffin of democracy was put by the regime when Mujibur 

Rahman transformed Bangladesh into a presidential and one-party system.87 This was followed by a 

military regime headed by General Ziaur Rahman who later “civilianised” the regime and ruled the 

nation under a democratic façade for five years until his assassination in 1981.88 For the second time 

martial law was imposed in 1982 by General Ershad, who ruled the country for almost a decade until 

his fall in 1990. Under the disguise of civilian rule he also offered two national elections but none of 

the experiments satisfied the aspirations of the people for a freely-elected, democratic government. 

In this way, the democratic building process was halted, and deviated again and again in Bangladesh. 

 Upon the fall of Ershad in 1990, a full-flagged democratic process began again and Bangladesh 

returned to parliamentary democracy in 1991. However, it appears that elections and electoral politics 

have never been healthy and smooth due to the lack of tolerance of the oppositions on the one hand 

and the stubbornness of the government on the other. In the four national elections 

(1991,1996,2001,2008), the two major parties blamed each other for adopting unfair means in the 

elections after the announcement of the election results and politics on the streets took over politics 

in parliament. The 2014 general election in Bangladesh was highly controversial and marked by 

significant political unrest. The main opposition party, Bangladesh Nationalist Party (BNP), along 

with its allies, boycotted the election, claiming that it would not be free and fair under the ruling 

Awami League (AL) government. The Awami League, led by Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, won a 
majority of seats, but the election had a low voter turnout due to the opposition boycott and 

widespread violence. As a result, the legitimacy of the election was questioned both domestically and 

internationally. The election led to increased political polarization and tensions between the two 

major political parties: the Awami League and the BNP. Critics argued that the boycott and the 

 
87 Syed Serajul Islam, “Elections and Politics in the Last Decade of the Twentieth Century in Bangladesh” in 

Mahfuzul H. Chowdhury, ed., Thirty Years of Bangladesh Politics: Essays in Memory of Dr. Mahfuzul Huq 

(Dhaka: The University Press Limited, 2002), pp.133-47.

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subsequent one-party election undermined democratic practices, particularly the principles of 

political inclusivity and opposition participation. 

The 2018 general election was also highly contentious. The opposition parties, including the BNP 

and Jatiya Okafor alliance, accused the ruling Awami League of electoral fraud, vote-rigging, and the 

suppression of political opponents. Tensions were high in the lead-up to the election, with widespread 

allegations of violence and intimidation.  The Awami League secured a landslide victory, winning 

288 out of 300 seats in the parliament. The opposition parties, particularly the BNP, claimed that the 

election was neither free nor fair, pointing to the absence of a level playing field, the curbing of 

political freedom, and reports of vote manipulation. The 2018 election further eroded trust in the 

electoral process. Many international observers and domestic critics voiced concerns about the 

shrinking political space, curbs on media freedom, and the increasing centralization of power. The 

state of democracy was seen as under threat, as the ruling party's control over the political system 

was strengthened while opposition voices were marginalized. 

The 12th Parliamentary Elections in Bangladesh, which took place on 7 January 2024, were neither 

genuine nor competitive and raised serious questions about its adherence to democratic principles 

and international election standards. Numerous reports and evidence point to widespread 

irregularities in the lead-up to and on election day, including voter suppression and manipulation of 

results, which severely undermine the fundamental principles of democracy. The rights to freedom 

of association, peaceful assembly, and expression were selectively guaranteed to pro-government 

entities and individuals. In stark contrast, these fundamental rights were systematically and 

consistently restricted for opposition figures and dissenting voices. 

The main opposition parties and alliances, including the Bangladesh Nationalist Party (BNP), Left 

Democratic Alliance, boycotted the elections based on perceived biases within state institutions, 

notably the Election Commission, the evident favoritism in the electoral process, and the crackdown 

on opposition figures.  

Moreover, the electoral process itself was marked by countless reports of irregularities. The capturing 

of polling stations, where ruling party supporters used coercion, force or intimidation to take control 

of a polling booth to manipulate the voting process and ensure the victory of a specific candidate, and 

the ousting of polling agents of independent candidates were widely observed. Other instances of 

vote-rigging were also massively present in the forms of ballot-stuffing, casting of fake votes, and 

even instances of minors being hired by the ruling party to cast votes for ruling party candidates. 

After weeks of violent demonstrations, Bangladesh’s prime minister Sheikh Hasina was forced to 

abdicate in August 2024, ending 15 years of dominant-party rule. The rollback of democratic 

institutions, meant to entrench the Awami League’s rule, instead worsened social and economic 

grievances.  

Originally touted as a model for democracy in the developing world, Bangladesh is one of the few 

Muslim-majority countries that has had substantial experience with procedural democracy. From 

1991 to 2008, Bangladeshi politics was defined by intense competition between the Awami League

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(AL) and Bangladesh Nationalist Party (BNP). Both parties enjoyed successive rotations in 

government during the country’s 17-year experimentation with parliamentary democracy, where the 

country’s mostly homogenous ethnic structure, decent record of economic growth and strong culture 

of student activism enabled democracy’s survival.89  Another ‘non-political Interim Government’ is 

administering the state once again. Thus  Bangladesh’s political record concords with the trends seen 

during the third wave of democratisation in the 1990s, as well as to its ‘reverse wave’ in 2008 and 

the third wave of autocratisation in 2018 and 2024.  

 Because of the lack of tolerance and narrow-mindedness of the politicians, Bangladesh is constantly 

in turmoil. The meagre resources of the state, instead of being channelled for the welfare of the 

masses, are wasted by both government and opposition in useless confrontation. Although they claim 

that the interest of the people is very near and dear to them their actions betray their words. They 

waste valuable time and energy in trying to bring down each other, the nation being the ultimate loser 

in the process. Thus, the very democratic process in Bangladesh which was the main goal of 

independence war never fulfilled in this country. 

 Conclusion 

As a political concept democracy has no static definition and fixed types of it since there are various 

views of democracy and it is an outcome of a continuous process. History has shown that this process 

has almost invariably been a chequered one. There have been ups and downs, failures and successes 

and gaps and bridges. Democratic values and institutions took centuries to evolve and these are still 

in the process of evolution.90 Moreover, there can hardly be a case of successful movement towards 

democracy which was not associated with violence, tragedies and traumas of one type or another.  

 Modern day democracy is frequently associated with western liberal type having differences in its 

application in various societies both developed and developing. It is described in terms of centrality 

of the people as the nucleus of this very system illustrating their ultimate power over common 

expressions of the some signify representative government, pluralism, government by discussion, 

constitutional and limited government, institutionalised competition for power, and similar related 

attributes. In explaining the democratic process, some scholars put emphasis on the prerequisites for 

building a stable democratic order while others are more concerned with the role to be played by the 

stakeholders. Although democracy – the universal political system in the 20th century, is in true 

sense the product of 18th century’s French Revolution and 19th century’s Industrial Revolution, it 

came hand in hand with industrial culture and secular values. Since then, following the west, the 

nation states of Asia, Africa and Latin America started adopting democracy as a viable political

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system. The type, nature and working of democracy may vary from country to country and 

environment to environment.  

 Democracy cannot be established in one day. The journey of democracy in Bangladesh was not a 

smooth one. The colonial rulers did not rule this part of world democratically. After 1947 the 

Pakistani rulers did also the same. Though Bangladesh started with democratic system after its 

independence, the post-Mujib regimes established the autocratic ruling systems in this country. After 

1990, the journey of democracy in Bangladesh has started with some difficulties including 

malfunctioning of major representative institutions, inability on the part of political leadership to 

protect and safeguard the newly erected system, a trend to personalise political power, absence of 

proper governance, lack of tolerant political culture, ineffective roles of their party system etc. After 

the downfall of authoritarianism, the novel beginning of democratisation in Bangladesh in 1991 raised 

great optimism among the conscious peoples to reconstruct the polity along democratic lines. The 

parliamentary system of governance in the country from 1991 to 2006 exposed a mixed scenario with 

regard to accomplishing objectives. Though the state observed  again and again non-democratic rule 

in this soil, clear reform, communication and transparency, along with a close working relationship 

with political parties and civil society, free and fair elections are essential for ensuring the legitimacy 

of the democratic process in Bangladesh, and the future of democracy will depend on whether the 

government, opposition, and institutions can work together to ensure a peaceful, inclusive, and 

transparent electoral process.

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Abstract  

The banking sector of Bangladesh is going through a critical crisis. At the beginning of the last decade, two banks 

faced severe financial instability. These two banks are Bangladesh Commerce Bank and ICB Islamic Bank. Even 

today, these banks are barely surviving. Later, towards the end of the 2020s, Farmers Bank also faced a collapse, 

and in order to recover from it, they had to change their name to Padma Bank. However, they still failed to gain 

customers' trust. During Sheikh Hasina's 15 years in power, due to flawed policies and extreme political 

interference, the banking sector has faced significant instability. A huge amount of non-performing loans was 

accumulated, and several banks were taken over by an individual named S. Alam and his family, which has now led 

to one of the largest crises. In addition, issues such as capital shortage, corruption, liquidity crises, and a loss of 

customer trust have put the current banking sector at great risk, to the point where some banks might permanently 

shut down or be merged with other banks. The purpose of this paper is to assess how severe the current situation of 

the banking sector is and suggest some potential solutions.

Introduction 

The purpose of this paper is to determine how much of a crisis Bangladesh's banking sector is currently in 

and whether it is possible to recover all of the weak Bank from it. Policymakers are stating that recovery 

is possible, while Bangladesh Bank's Governor Ahsan H. Mansur has said that some banks may no longer 

exist and may need to be merged with others. Furthermore, the rate of non-performing loans (NPLs) being 

shown is actually higher, and this rate is expected to increase starting from April of this year because new 

regulations on NPLs are set to be implemented in Bangladesh from April. 

Once these regulations are in place, the banks will face immense pressure. The number of non-performing 

loans in most banks will suddenly rise, forcing them to set aside reserves from their assets and profits to 

cover these bad loans, which will reduce their lending capacity. Additionally, on one hand, the interest 

rates on savings bonds in Bangladesh are the highest in South Asia, while on the other hand, a crisis of 

confidence in banks is emerging, leading to a sharp decline in deposit growth and creating a severe 

liquidity crisis. By the end of 2024, banks will have failed to meet their customers' demand for money, 

creating a panic among the public. 

Some regulatory relaxations had drastically increased corruption in the banking sector, allowing certain 

families to take control of multiple banks, further destabilizing the banking sector. After the fall of the 

Sheikh Hasina government on August 5, the true picture of the banking sector began to emerge. This 

paper discusses how Bangladesh's banking sector has fallen into a severe crisis. 
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Objectives 

1. To reveal the true picture of non-performing loans. 

2. To investigate the reasons behind the stagnation in deposit growth. 

3. To identify other major issues. 

4. Some recommendation to overcome from this situation 

Methodology 

 This is an inductive analysis. Data has been collected from various newspapers, bank websites, rating 
agency websites, and the Bangladesh Bank website. The report has been prepared by analyzing 
secondary data using the inductive analysis method. In this case, there was no predefined hypothesis. 

Main Problems in Bangladesh’s Banking Sector 

 
Mohammad Saiful Alam, known as Masud in Bangladesh, held immense influence in the banking sector. 
With this influence, he embezzled a staggering 225,000 crore taka (approximately one-quarter of the 
annual budget for 180 million people) from 10 banks and a financial institution. Of these loans, 92,000 
crore taka was in the name of his group, 97,000 crore taka was in an undisclosed name, and 36,000 
crore taka was from 'indirect benefits' or other forms of loans. He also laundered this stolen money 
abroad and fled the country. 

 
In investigations, it was found that Masud took loans not only from his own banks but also from other 
state-owned and private banks through his influence. For example, he took more than 105,000 crore 
taka from Islami Bank alone. Many of these loans violated banking regulations. The Bangladesh Financial 
Intelligence Unit (BFIU) has found preliminary evidence of money laundering, and a joint investigation 
team led by the Anti-Corruption Commission (ACC), with the involvement of the Criminal Investigation 
Department (CID) and the National Board of Revenue (NBR), is working on it. 

Some of the issues affecting the banking sector include: 

• Misappropriation of people's savings by taking control of banks; 

• Collusion with those in power or direct involvement in politics to withdraw funds from banks; 

• Money laundering under the guise of business; 

• Providing various benefits to loan defaulters; 

• Printing money to keep banks afloat; 

• A fall in foreign currency reserves. 

This was the state of the financial sector during the past government's tenure. After taking over, the 
interim government had to take measures to stop this rot and close loopholes for irregularities. Positive 
results have followed, but the crisis has not been fully resolved. Customers in 5-6 private banks still 
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cannot withdraw money according to their needs, as these banks were the most looted during the 
previous government. Although steps have been taken to end irregularities in these banks and their 
boards have been dissolved, their liquidity crisis remains unresolved. 

Before the political changes, Bangladesh Bank had been printing money and lending to several banks. 
After the formation of the new government, the practice of printing money to lend was stopped, and 
special measures were taken to provide funds to these banks. However, under this system, banks are 
not receiving the money they need, leading to panic among customers who are unable to withdraw 
money as required. As a result, customers’ trust in the banking sector has not been fully restored. 

There is still uncertainty regarding whether the banks weakened by embezzlement will be shut down, 
merged, or strengthened by changes in ownership or capital infusion. [1] 

Economists have identified several broad problems: 

1. Non-Performing Loans (NPLs): 

Currently, a loan that remains unpaid for three consecutive months will be classified as a non-
performing loan (NPL), as per a circular issued by Bangladesh Bank, which will come into effect in June of 
this year. Once implemented, the amount of NPLs could increase significantly, and it might exceed 40% 
in several banks. Economists argue that one of the biggest problems in Bangladesh’s banking sector is 
non-performing loans. This issue, they say, is not new. Despite existing for years, no effective measures 
have been taken to resolve it. Previously, the International Monetary Fund (IMF) had stated that one-
third of the loans distributed in Bangladesh were non-performing. Below is a comparative picture of 
NPLs in Bangladesh and other Asian countries.

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As of the July–September quarter of this year, the NPL rate in Bangladesh’s banks is the highest among 

South Asian countries, with approximately 17% of Bangladesh’s total loans being non-performing. In 

comparison, India, Pakistan, and even Sri Lanka have much lower NPL rates. 

At the end of September, the total amount of non-performing loans in Bangladesh’s banks reached 

284,977 crore taka. In just three months, NPLs in the banking system increased by 73,586 crore taka. It 

is alleged that a portion of these loans were taken under false names. After the fall of the Awami League 

government, the true scale of non-performing loans is coming to light, and it is expected that even more 

loans will be identified as non performing in the future. 

In 2011, the NPL rate in Bangladesh was 1.9% of total loans. The next year, it increased to 6.7%. By 2018, 

it had risen further to 9.9%. Among South Asian countries, India has the lowest NPL rate. By the end of 

the July quarter, India’s NPL rate had decreased to 2.8% of total loans, continuing a trend of reduction. 

In 2010, India’s NPL rate was 10%, but it has now fallen below 3%. Nepal’s NPL rate is the second-

lowest, standing at 3.8% at the end of the July quarter, which is the highest rate ever recorded in Nepal.

Growth of NPLs: After taking charge of the previous government NPLs started growing faster. Here is the 

data. Tk in Crore 7 
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Consequence of Non-Performing Loan:  

• Investment funds decrease 

• Bank profits decline 

• It becomes difficult to maintain risk-weighted assets 

• Macroeconomic mismanagement arises 

For example, if a bank has 40% non-performing loans, then it must keep 40% of its deposits 

as provisions, along with 25% as non-earning assets and an additional 5% for CRR. In total, 

70% of the funds cannot be invested by the bank. 

As a result, its loan-giving capacity will be severely reduced, and it will be forced to increase 

interest rates. Additionally, shareholders will receive lower dividends. This will create severe 

pressure on the macroeconomy. 

 

2. Underreported Provisions: 

 

Economists also point to a major problem in the banking sector's balance sheets, as many details are 

misrepresented. The most significant part of a bank's assets is the loans it distributes. However, there 

are allegations that the amount of good and bad loans is often incorrectly presented. In financial 

analysis, good loans are those that are repaid on time with interest, while bad loans or non-performing 

loans are those that are not repaid on time. When a bank has a high proportion of bad loans or non-

performing loans, it is said that the bank’s asset quality is poor. 

The ability to manage these non-performing loans is measured by indicators like Capital Adequacy Ratio 

(CAR), which shows how much capital a bank has to cover potential losses. Another crucial factor is 

whether loans listed as problematic are being properly provisioned. Dr. Zahid Hossain, former lead 

economist of the World Bank's Dhaka office, claims that many state-owned and some new banks 

incorrectly provision their bad loans, which results in showing higher profits. Provisioning means that 

when a loan is categorized as problematic, the bank is required to deduct a certain percentage from its 

profits, assuming the loan will not be repaid, in order to keep enough funds to meet the demands of 

depositors. 

According to Bangladesh Bank’s older rules, if an installment of a loan is not paid within 180 days, it 

must be classified as doubtful or suspicious, and a certain amount must be deducted from the bank's 

profit and saved. If the installment is not received within 365 days, the loan becomes substandard, and 

if no payment is made within two years, it is considered non-performing, and 100% of the amount must 

be deducted from the bank’s profits. Dr. Hossain notes that while banks should be saving around 5% of 

the loan amount, they often only save 2%, which results in the banks reporting exaggerated profits but 

also deteriorating asset quality. 
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Some banks, however, do the opposite by increasing their provisions to show lower profits. Experts 

believe that this practice is observed in good banks. At times, Bangladesh Bank offers special privileges 

to loan defaulters in order to reduce NPLs. For instance, in December, Bangladesh Bank announced that 

if 50% of the loan installments due from October to December are paid, the loan would no longer be 

classified as non-performing. Previously, the requirement was 75%. Banks also sometimes renegotiate 

loan terms with defaulters, restructuring or rescheduling loans, in which case banks don’t deduct the 

corresponding amount from their profits. 

Apart from liquidity issues, the banking sector is also facing a capital shortfall. By the end of the 

September quarter this year, 14 banks in Bangladesh faced capital shortages. In June, the total capital 

shortfall was 33,744 crore taka, and within the next three months, it increased to 37,508 crore taka, 

reflecting an increase of 3,764 crore taka. According to a report by Bangladesh Bank, under the Basel III 

international standard for capital conservation, banks are required to maintain 10% of their risk-

weighted assets or 400 crore taka, whichever is higher, as capital reserves. Banks with capital shortfalls 

are not allowed to pay dividends to shareholders.

3.  Liquidity Crisis 

 

The supply of cash in banks is called liquidity. When the demand for cash in banks increases 

compared to its supply for any reason, it is called a liquidity crisis. Fahmida Khatun, the 

Executive Director of the Center for Policy Dialogue, said that a liquidity crisis provides an insight 

into the health of the banking sector. It can eventually lead to a crisis in the overall economy. 

She stated that the pressure on liquidity in banks in Bangladesh is currently increasing. When 

liquidity pressure rises, it creates anxiety among people. According to the Bangladesh Bank's 

records, liquidity is still in surplus in Bangladesh. However, the concerning matter is that the 
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surplus liquidity is gradually decreasing. Bangladesh Bank reported that in June 2021, the 

liquidity surplus was 231,000 crore Taka. By June 2022, it decreased to 189,000 crore Taka. By 

October of the same year, it further dropped to 169,000 crore Taka. In other words, in just 16 

months, liquidity in Bangladesh's banking system decreased by more than 62,000 crore Taka. 

A liquidity crisis is recognized when a bank starts borrowing money from other banks at a 

specific interest rate, known as the call money rate. In June 2022, the call money rate had 

increased from 2.25% to 5.80% by November, indicating pressure on liquidity. Due to the 

liquidity crisis, various banks are being provided with liquidity support. 

Five Shariah-compliant Islamic banks in the country are still facing a cash shortage. Despite significant 

assistance from the central bank, they have not been able to resolve the liquidity crisis, as reported by 

Bangladesh Bank. The banks in question are Islami Bank Bangladesh, Social Islami Bank, First Security 

Islami Bank, Union Bank, and Global Islami Bank. According to the central bank's report, as of the end of 

September, Islami Bank Bangladesh had a liquidity shortfall of 65.8 billion Taka, Social Islami Bank had a 

shortfall of 105.9 billion Taka, First Security Islami Bank had 82.6 billion Taka, Union Bank had 48.3 

billion Taka, and Global Islami Bank had 46.5 billion Taka. 

 

Additionally, she mentioned that Islami Bank, Social Islami Bank, First Security Islami Bank, Union Bank, 

and Global Islami Bank have been facing a shortage in their Cash Reserve Ratio (CRR) and Statutory 

Liquidity Ratio (SLR) since last year. The crisis occurred because many customers withdrew their money. 

According to regulations, banks are required to maintain a certain amount of deposits in the central 

bank every day as CRR. A minimum percentage of their customers' deposits must be kept in cash, gold, 

or other assets known as SLR. For Islami Bank, the required minimum CRR is 4% in cash, and the SLR 

requirement is 5.5% of deposits. If banks fail to meet these targets, Bangladesh Bank imposes a penalty 

of 9% for CRR and 8.5% for SLR on the daily shortfall. 

4. Fraud: Fraud is considered a major issue in Bangladesh's banking sector by economists. They 

argue that some individuals use their influence to take loans from banks and disappear, leaving 

behind non-performing loans that often don’t even exist anymore. This erodes public trust in 

the concerned banks. A report in a prominent Bangladeshi newspaper in November revealed 

that around 7,000 crore taka was withdrawn from Islami Bank under the names of eight 

companies. Subsequently, several lawyers wrote to the Anti-Corruption Commission (ACC) 

requesting an investigation. Earlier, in 2011-12, Bangladesh Bank reported financial irregularities 

and corruption amounting to around 4,500 crore taka in Basic Bank. Other notable examples 

include: 

• In 2011, the Hallmark scam saw 3,500 crore taka embezzled from Sonali Bank, with no recovery 

so far. 

• Between 2011-12, about 4,500 crore taka was withdrawn from Basic Bank through collusion and 

irregularities, most of which is still unpaid. 
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• In 2012-13, the ‘Bismillah Group’ embezzled 1,200 crore taka from Janata, Prime, Jamuna, 

Premier, and Shahjalal Banks, with the perpetrators fleeing the country. 

• The Enn Tex Group defaulted on a loan of 5,504 crore taka taken from Janata Bank over six 

years. 

• Crescent Group took 2,760 crore taka from Janata Bank and 1,075 crore taka from a government 

fund under the guise of exports. The group’s chairman was arrested, while others fled abroad. 

• Farmers Bank failed to return customer deposits due to irregular loan practices and 

mismanagement. This bank was rescued by four state-owned banks and an investment firm, and 

later renamed Padma Bank, but reports suggest that the loans are still unrecovered, and some 

customers have not been repaid. 

• National Bank’s non-performing loans amount to 7,299 crore taka, with reports stating that 97% 

of its loans have been defaulted or misappropriated. 

Recently, news has surfaced that Union Bank, Social Islami Bank, First Security Islami Bank, Al-Arafah 

Islami Bank, and Islami Bank Bangladesh Limited have had huge sums withdrawn under various fictitious 

names. In some cases, these funds were lent against nominal guarantees from non-registered or newly 

established companies. A significant portion of these irregularities and fraud cases is believed to have 

resulted in the illegal transfer of funds abroad. The most dangerous aspect is not merely defaulting on 

loans due to business losses, but the ‘intentional’ loan defaults which are much more harmful. 

5. Lax Regulations: The lack of good governance and failure to take strict actions against 

allegations of corruption in banks is identified as another major problem in the banking sector. 

For instance, after large sums were illegally borrowed from Islamic banks, Bangladesh Bank 

appointed only one observer, who holds limited power. Economist Dr. Zahid Hossain 

commented that this observer has little authority. Although the observer attends board 

meetings and prepares reports, more stringent regulatory actions are needed in response to 

such serious accusations. 

In light of the current banking system's condition, the following measures could be considered: [3,4,5] 

1. Ensure Good Governance: Properly classify good and bad loans through the loan approval 

process, determine adequate collateral, and make provisions against bad loans. Loans given 

irregularly should be immediately stopped, and guilty officials should be identified and 

penalized. Competent and experienced staff should be appointed to send a strong message of 

good governance. 

2. Strengthen Bangladesh Bank: Bangladesh Bank must be strengthened. Any government would 

not want the central bank to fall out of its control, and this period is the best for making large-

scale qualitative changes. The US Federal Reserve’s chairperson is often considered the most 
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powerful person globally, as they have the independence to make decisions impacting the entire 

world economy. 

3. Change Some Laws: In countries worldwide, corporate governance discourages centralization of 

ownership. However, the Bank Company (Amendment) Act 2018 allows a director to serve for 9 

years instead of the 6 years stipulated by the previous 1991 law. This has been extended to 12 

years in the 2023 amendment, promoting family-controlled ownership and centralization. Also, 

the number of directors from the same family has been increased to four in 2018, reduced to 

three in 2023 due to criticism. These changes indicate how influential parties have manipulated 

policies to maintain control. 

4. Decision-Making Based on Research: Care must be taken regarding initiatives like forced 

mergers between weak and strong banks, as seen with some banks facing liquidity crises after 

such announcements. Forced mergers may lead to panic and withdrawal of deposits, as 

evidenced by global bankruptcies like the Republic First Bank of Philadelphia. 

5. Strengthen Accountability in the Financial Sector: Laws and regulations have been ignored, 

with thousands of crores lent to fake companies. Misappropriation of funds, money laundering, 

and the involvement of corrupt high-ranking officials must be dealt with strictly. 

6. Restore Customer Trust: Banks need to regain trust by ensuring smooth withdrawal processes 

and offering timely payments to depositors. Bangladesh Bank can issue circulars to reassure the 

public and rebuild trust in the banking system. 

7. Address Liquidity Crises: Due to mismanagement, commercial banks face liquidity issues. A 

special fund could be created by the government and Bangladesh Bank to assist struggling 

banks. This should not impede recovery efforts but help banks facing liquidity gaps due to 

mismanagement. 

8. Increase Foreign Currency Supply: Increasing remittance flows, exports, and foreign 

investments will help ensure adequate foreign currency for the economy. 

9. Ensure Information Technology Security: With increased cybercrime in banking, security 

systems must be strengthened, and there should be joint efforts between the government and 

banks to tackle cybercrime. 

10. Digitization of Banking Services: Expanding digital banking services, especially in rural areas, 

should be a priority, along with promoting digital literacy. 

11. Remove Operational Weaknesses: Many banks face operational weaknesses, which leads to 

poor service. Professional managers should be recruited, and internal management should be 

reviewed for improvements. 
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12. Reduce Interest Rates and Inflation: High-interest rates are making loans expensive for 

businesses and customers, which increases inflation and economic pressure. Interest rates 

should be adjusted to align with the country's economic situation. 

 

Conclusion 

The banking sector in Bangladesh is at a crossroads, facing significant challenges, especially in the areas 
of NPLs, governance, and technological adoption. However, the sector's prospects are promising, driven 
by economic growth, financial inclusion initiatives, and digital banking developments. Addressing the 
sector’s weaknesses and leveraging its strengths will be key to realizing its potential and contributing to 
the overall development of the Bangladeshi economy.

(Graffiti of July Revolution: A Review) 
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Abstract 
The July 2024 popular movement in Bangladesh marked a pivotal moment in Bangladesh’s political 

history, eventually ending with the downfall of the previous government. This movement was not 

only a political movement but also a cultural one, with various forms of art-literature, song, slogans, 

and visual arts play a significant role in shaping the ethos of the uprising. Graffiti as a form of protest 

is not new to Bangladesh. In our struggle leading to the Liberation War and in the political upheavals 

of the 1980s and 1990s, graffiti was used by various groups to voice dissent. However, the wave of 

graffiti during the quota reform movement was distinct because it involved a generation many had 

presumed to be politically detached. This new generation's graffiti not only expressed specific 

political grievances but also raised broader issues of social justice and human rights. Throughout July 

2024, a series of increasingly violent protests erupted in Bangladesh. For every unfair act, students 

responded with graffiti, showcasing the government's disregard for human rights and extreme use of 

violence. This persistence in the face of oppression helped to turn the student protest into a people's 

uprising. The paper tries to analyse the content of July graffiti and its impacts on general people to 

stimulate the movement.

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Abstract 
 
Sea law indicates the rights and functions of the states in the marine environment. It is related to naval movement 

rights, see mineral claims and jurisdiction of the use of coastal water resources. The agreement was signed in 1982 

after the united nation’s summit on a long- standing sea law from 1973 to 1982. This led to a radical change in the 

management of the sea, naval trandsport, resources and the jurisdiction of the coastal states. Bangladesh's coastline 

extends over 580 kilometers, although the sea area adjacent to Bangladesh has huge potential for resource extraction, 

its ownership is still unclear. We have had a long-standing dispute with neighboring countries Myanmar and India 

over the ownership of the sea area. Therefore, resolving maritime boundary disputes between Bangladesh and its 

neighbors is one of the main topics of discussion in Bangladesh today.

Abstract 
The Methor community is one of the communities that have faced the horrors of casteism in Hinduism. 

Scavengers have lived in Bangladesh for more than two hundred years. But they have no achievements in the 

way of life. Irrespective of the caste, the life of every person belonging to the scavenger community by 

profession is the same. Their life is limited only to fulfilling biological needs. Society is also always active in 

depriving them of all kinds of rights. But these people have their own culture and language. Numerous activities 

are being conducted to preserve the culture and language of minority communities around the world. But even 

in this 21st century, no effective steps are seen to protect the culture and language of the Methors. Some 

government institutions and some non-governmental organizations are working to improve the socio-economic 

condition of scavengers. However, we have not yet developed the culture of seeing the scavengers as human, 

seeing the profession as a profession. However, some exceptions can be noted in arts and literature. This article 

explores the exception.

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Abstract 

 Education is one of the basic rights of human beings. Through education, one nation gradually acquires 

the skills and features to cope up with the changing world. Kushtia has always been playing a key role in 

contributing to the development of education system in Bangladesh. Today’s Kushtia was once a part of 

Nadia district of West Bengal, India until the division of India and Pakistan in 1947. The education 

system in Kushtia gained a new level when it earned the prestige of a district itself.

Therefore, the education system in Kushtia has always been dynamic and significant. The article provides 

insights into the nature of education in Kushtia in relation to its past and present status.

The purpose of education cannot be only to obtain degrees, earn money and 

wealth or gain positions and fame; rather, the purpose of education must be something bigger and grander. That is, to 

create moral, humane, honest and skilled human resources. The research work has explained and analyzed how to 

achieve the goal by formulating sound education policies for human resource development and building a developed 

nation. For this, the articles are presented by studying the writings and research works of education experts from the 

library and the internet. The research shows that skilled human resources and a developed country can be developed 

in the three-dimensional activities of education, students and teachers, where moral and religious education is also 

included along with general and technical education.
